6. IF THE PLAYERS FAIL TO GUESS IN 20 QUESTIONS, PLAYER A REVEALS THE ANSWER AND KEEPS THE TURN OR PASSES IT.

THING?” OR “|S IT MAN-MADE?” GRADUALLY, QUESTIONS CAN BECOME MORE SPECIFIC AS PLAYERS NARROW DOWN
POSSIBILITIES. THIS LOGICAL PROGRESSION INCREASES THE CHANCES OF GUESSING CORRECTLY WITHIN THE ALLOWED
QUESTIONS.
