He drove from Goa (India) to Ladakh in Himalayas
covering about eight thousand kilometers on some of the most dangerous, rugged roads and high
altitude terrains of 5600 meters! It was during the time when there was militancy in Kashmir area
and went through temperatures from 50 degrees to minus 3 Celsius! He has varied hobbies like
wood carving, crafting, writing, videography, painting, terrace organic farming, rain water
conservation, etc. His second book on the Himalayan journey is under publishing.
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
