RESIDENTIAL WASTE COLLECTION IN BETHEL PARK IS DESIGNED TO BE CONVENIENT AND EFFICIENT, HELPING HOMEOWNERS MANAGE
THEIR EVERYDAY TRASH. THE MUNICIPALITY PROVIDES SCHEDULED CURBSIDE PICKUP SERVICES FOR REGULAR HOUSEHOLD WASTE,
WITH SPECIFIC GUIDELINES ON HOW TO PREPARE WASTE FOR COLLECTION. THIS INCLUDES THE USE OF APPROVED CONTAINERS

e NOTIFY THE WASTE MANAGEMENT DEPARTMENT FOR SPECIAL PICKUPS IF NEEDED

DisposAL ofF BuLky AND YARD W ASTE

BETHEL PARK OFFERS SPECIFIC OPTIONS FOR RESIDENTS TO DISPOSE OF BULKY ITEMS SUCH AS FURNITURE, APPLIANCES, AND
YARD DEBRIS. SCHEDULED BULKY WASTE PICKUPS ARE AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST, AND RESIDENTS CAN ALSO UTILIZE
DESIGNATED DROP-OFF SITES. Y ARD WASTE, INCLUDING LEAVES, GRASS CLIPPINGS, AND BRANCHES, HAS SEPARATE COLLECTION
SCHEDULES TO SUPPORT COMPOSTING INITIATIVES. PROPER DISPOSAL OF THESE MATERIALS HELPS REDUCE LANDFILL VOLUME
AND PROMOTES SUSTAINABLE WASTE PRACTICES.

RECYCLING PROGRAMS AND INITIATIVES

RecycLING DroP-OFF CENTERS

IN ADDITION TO CURBSIDE RECYCLING, BETHEL PARK OPERATES DROP-OFF CENTERS WHERE RESIDENTS CAN BRING RECYCLABLE
MATERIALS AND ITEMS NOT ACCEPTED IN CURBSIDE PROGRAMS. THESE CENTERS FACILITATE THE RECYCLING OF ELECTRONICS,
BATTERIES, AND OTHER MATERIALS REQUIRING SPECIAL HANDLING. THE CENTERS ARE STAFFED AND EQUIPPED TO PROVIDE
GUIDANCE ON PROPER RECYCLING PRACTICES AND TO ENSURE MATERIALS ARE SORTED CORRECTLY.

HAzArRDOUS AND SPECIAL W ASTE HANDLING

PROPER MANAGEMENT OF HAZARDOUS AND SPECIAL WASTE IS CRITICAL TO PROTECTING PUBLIC HEALTH AND THE ENVIRONMENT.
BETHEL PARK WASTE MANAGEMENT INCLUDES SPECIFIC PROTOCOLS FOR THE DISPOSAL OF HAZARDOUS MATERIALS SUCH AS
PAINTS, CHEMICALS, BATTERIES, AND ELECTRONIC WASTE. THESE ITEMS CANNOT BE DISPOSED OF THROUGH REGULAR TRASH OR
RECYCLING COLLECTION DUE TO THEIR POTENTIAL TOXICITY AND ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS. THE BOROUGH ORGANIZES PERIODIC
COLLECTION EVENTS AND PARTNERS WITH SPECIALIZED FACILITIES TO HANDLE THESE MATERIALS SAFELY.

BETHEL PARK SCHEDULES HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE (HH\X/) COLLECTION EVENTS SEVERAL TIMES A YEAR. DURING THESE
EVENTS, RESIDENTS CAN DROP OFF HAZARDOUS ITEMS FOR SAFE DISPOSAL AT NO CHARGE. CoMMOoN HHW ITEMS ACCEPTED

ELecTRONIC W ASTE RECYCLING

ELECTRONIC WASTE (E‘\X/ASTE) CONTAINS VALUABLE MATERIALS BUT ALSO HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES THAT REQUIRE
SPECIALIZED PROCESSING. BETHEL PARK ENCOURAGES RESIDENTS TO RECYCLE E-WASTE THROUGH DESIGNATED PROGRAMS AND
EVENTS. PROPER E-WASTE RECYCLING PREVENTS ENVIRONMENTAL CONTAMINATION AND SUPPORTS RESOURCE RECOVERY.
