CONSISTING OFJE\X/ISH AND GENTILE BELIEVERS. AT THIS TIME, ROME WAS THE HEART OF THE ROMAN EMPIRE, A MELTING POT OF
CULTURES, PHILOSOPHIES, AND RELIGIOUS PRACTICES.

THE AUDIENCE IN ROME

THE RECIPIENTS OF PAUL’S LETTER WERE A MIX OFJE\X/S AND GENTILES WHO WERE NAVIGATING TENSIONS BETWEEN
TRADITIONALJE\Y/ISH CUSTOMS AND EMERGING CHRISTIAN BELIEFS. THE LETTER ADDRESSES THESE TENSIONS BY EMPHASIZING
UNITY IN CHRIST AND THE UNIVERSALITY OF SALVATION. UNDERSTANDING THIS HELPS READERS APPRECIATE PAUL’'S EFFORT TO
RECONCILE DIFFERENT PERSPECTIVES WITHIN THE CHURCH.

PoLiTicAL AND RELIGIOUS ENVIRONMENT

ROMAN SOCIETY WAS HEAVILY INFLUENCED BY PAGANISM AND EMPEROR WORSHIP. CHRISTIANS OFTEN FACED SOCIAL
MARGINALIZATION AND SOMETIMES PERSECUTION. PAUL'S EPISTLE SERVES BOTH AS THEOLOGICAL INSTRUCTION AND
ENCOURAGEMENT, REINFORCING THE BELIEVERS’ FAITH AMID EXTERNAL PRESSURES AND INTERNAL DIVISIONS.

STAGE FOR THE GOSPEL MESSAGE.

GRACE AND REDEMPTION
