EARLY Bronze Ace (circa 2000-1500 BCE).

THe CrReATION AND EARLY HUMANITY

THE BIBLE'S ACCOUNT OF CREATION, ADAM AND EVE, AND THE EARLY GENERATIONS INTRODUCES THEMES OF HUMAN ORIGIN, SIN,
AND DIVINE INTERACTION.

CHRONOLOGY. THIS ERA CORRESPONDS WITH THE MIDDLE BRONZE AGE, A TIME OF CITY-STATE DEVELOPMENT IN THE NEAR
EAST. THE PATRIARCHS’ LIVES OCCURRED AMID THE COMPLEX POLITICAL LANDSCAPES OF MESOPOTAMIA AND CANAAN, \WHERE
POWERFUL KINGDOMS LIKE BABYLONIA AND EGYPT WERE EMERGING. | HESE CONNECTIONS PROVIDE HISTORICAL CONTEXT FOR THE
BIBLICAL NARRATIVES OF COVENANT, MIGRATION, AND FAMILY LINEAGE.

THE Exobus AND THE RISE OF ISRAEL

ONE OF THE PIVOTAL EVENTS IN THE BIBLE TIMELINE WITH WORLD HISTORY IS THE EXODUS, WHICH DESCRIBES THE ISRAELITES'
LIBERATION FROM EGYPTIAN BONDAGE. THIS NARRATIVE IS CENTRAL TO JEWISH IDENTITY AND RELIGIOUS TRADITION. ALTHOUGH
THE PRECISE HISTORICITY OF THE EXODUS IS DEBATED, SCHOLARS PLACE IT BROADLY IN THE LATE BRONZE AGE, AROUND THE
13TH or 15TH CENTURY BCE, COINCIDING WITH EGYPT’S NEw KINGDOM PERIOD.

THe EGYPTIAN CONTEXT

EcypT’s New Kingbom (circa 1550-1070 BCE) WAS A PERIOD OF TERRITORIAL EXPANSION AND MONUMENT AL
CONSTRUCTION, INCLUDING THE REIGNS OF PHARAOHS LIKE RAMSES |l. ARCHAEOLOGICAL EVIDENCE FROM THIS ERA INCLUDES
RECORDS OF SEMITIC PEOPLES LIVING IN EGYPT AND POSSIBLY BEING INVOLVED IN LABOR PROJECTS. THIS HISTORICAL BACKDROP
ENRICHES THE BIBLICAL ACCOUNT OF SLAVERY AND DELIVERANCE.

THE CONQUEST AND SETTLEMENT OF CANAAN

THe KINGDOMS OF ISRAEL AND JUDAH IN CONTEXT

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE UNITED MONARCHY UNDER SAUL, DAVID, AND SOLOMON MARKS A SIGNIFICANT EPOCH IN THE BIBLE
TIMELINE WITH WORLD HISTORY. THIS ERA, TRADITIONALLY DATED TO THE 10TH CENTURY BCE, CORRESPONDS WITH THE
EARLY IRON AGE AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF COMPLEX STATES IN THE ANCIENT NEAR EAST. THE BIBLICAL KINGDOMS INTERACTED

STRUCTURES AND MONUMENTAL ARCHITECTURE. SOLOMON’S TEMPLE, DESCRIBED IN THE BIBLE, REFLECTS THE RELIGIOUS
CENTRALIZATION CHARACTERISTIC OF THIS KINGDOM.

THe DiviDED KINGDOMS AND REGIONAL PoLITICS

AFTER SOLOMON’S REIGN, THE KINGDOM SPLIT INTO ISRAEL (NORTH) AND JUDAH (SOUTH). BOTH KINGDOMS FACED THREATS
FROM POWERFUL NEIGHBORS, INCLUDING THE ASSYRIAN EMPIRE AND LATER THE BABYLONIANS. THE FALL OF ISRAEL TO ASSYRIA
IN 722 BCE AND JUDAH’s EXILE TO BABYLON IN 586 BCE ARE KEY HISTORICAL MOMENTS THAT ALIGN BIBLICAL ACCOUNTS
WITH EXTERNAL RECORDS.

EXILE, RETURN, AND THE INTERTESTAMENTAL PERIOD

THE BABYLONIAN EXILE PROFOUNDLY INFLUENCEDJE\X/ISH THEOLOGY AND IDENTITY, AS REFLECTED IN BIBLICAL TEXTS FROM THIS
PERIOD. THE SUBSEQUENT PERSIAN CONQUEST ALLOWED FOR THE RETURN OF EXILEDJE\X/S TOJERUSALEM AND THE REBUILDING
OF THE TEMPLE. THE INTERTESTAMENTAL PERIOD, THE CENTURIES BETWEEN THE OLD AND NEW TESTAMENTS, SAW SIGNIFICANT
CULTURAL AND POLITICAL CHANGES IN THE REGION.

THe BABYLONIAN EXILE

DURING THE ExILE (586-539 BCE), THE JEWISH PEOPLE EXPERIENCED DISPLACEMENT AND CULTURAL TRANSFORMATION. THIS
PERIOD CORRESPONDS WITH THE NEO-BABYLONIAN EMPIRE’S DOMINANCE IN THE NEAR EAST. PROPHETS LIkE EzexiEL AND DANIEL
LIVED DURING OR SHORTLY AFTER THIS TIME, ADDRESSING THEMES OF HOPE AND RESTORATION.

ReTURN UNDER PERSIAN RULE

THe PersIAN EMPIRE, UNDER CYRUS THE GREAT, CONQUERED BABYLON IN 539 BCE AND PERMITTED THE JEWISH EXILES TO
RETURN AND REBUILD JERUSALEM’S TEMPLE. THIS ERA SAW THE COMPILATION AND EDITING OF MANY BIBLICAL TEXTS, SETTING
THE STAGE FOR THE RELIGIOUS LANDSCAPE OF SECOND TEMPLE JUDAISM.

THE INTERTESTAMENTAL PERIOD

THis periob (apProXIMATELY 400 BCE To THe EARLY 15T CENTURY CE) INCLUDES THE RISE OF HELLENISTIC INFLUENCE
FOLLOWING ALEXANDER THE GREAT’S CONQUESTS AND THE SUBSEQUENT RULE OF THE SELEUCID AND PTOLEMAIC KINGDOMS.
JEWISH SOCIETY EXPERIENCED INTERNAL DIVISIONS AND EXTERNAL PRESSURES, CULMINATING IN EVENTS SUCH AS THE MACCABEAN
REVOLT.

586-539 BCE: BABYLONIAN EXILE.

539 BCE: PERSIAN CONQUEST AND JEWISH RETURN.

332 BCE: ALEXANDER THE GREAT’S CONQUEST.

164 BCE: MaccABEAN REVOLT AND HANUKKAH.

THe LiFe ofF Jesus AND THE ROMAN \WORLD

THE NEw TESTAMENT PERIOD CENTERS ON THE LIFE, MINISTRY, DEATH, AND RESURRECTION OFJESUS CHRIST/ SET AGAINST THE
BACKDROP OF ROMAN IMPERIAL DOMINANCE. THE BIBLE TIMELINE WITH WORLD HISTORY PLACESJESUSI LIFE IN THE EARLY 15T
CENTURY CE, DURING THE RULE OF EMPEROR AUGUSTUS AND HIS SUCCESSORS. THIS ERA WAS MARKED BY POLITICAL
COMPLEXITY, CULTURAL DIVERSITY, AND RELIGIOUS FERVOR INJUDEA AND THE BROADER MEDITERRANEAN WORLD.

By THE TIME OFJESUS,_JUDEA WAS A CLIENT KINGDOM UNDER ROMAN SUPERVISION, GOVERNED BY FIGURES SUCH AS HeroD THE



GREAT AND ROMAN PREFECTS LIKE PONTIUS PILATE. THE PAX ROMANA FACILITATED TRAVEL AND COMMUNICATION, ENABLING
THE SPREAD OF IDEAS AND RELIGIOUS MOVEMENTS.

Jesus’ MINISTRY AND HISTORICAL IMPACT

THE GOSPELS DESCRIBEJESUS/ TEACHINGS, MIRACLES, AND INTERACTIONS \X/ITHJE\X/ISH AUTHORITIES IN THIS CONTEXT OF
SOCIAL AND RELIGIOUS TENSION. HIS CRUCIFIXION UNDER ROMAN AUTHORITY AND THE SUBSEQUENT GROWTH OF CHRISTIANITY
OCCURRED WITHIN THIS HISTORICAL FRAMEWORK, INFLUENCING THE RELIGIOUS AND POLITICAL LANDSCAPE OF THE EMPIRE.
