Understanding Bicycle Helmet Sizes

Tips for Trying On and Adjusting Your Helmet
Once a helmet size is selected based on measurements, trying the helmet on
and making necessary adjustments ensures optimal fit and comfort. Proper
adjustment of straps and retention systems is an integral part of helmet
fitting.

How to Properly Wear a Helmet
Place the helmet level on your head, covering the forehead without tilting
backward or forward excessively. The front edge should sit about one to two
finger widths above the eyebrows to protect the frontal bone.

Signs of a Proper Fit

Helmet feels snug but not tight

Helmet does not move more than an inch in any direction

Straps are secure and comfortable

No pressure points or discomfort after wearing for several minutes

Common Mistakes and How to Avoid Them
Several common mistakes can compromise helmet fit and safety. Awareness of
these pitfalls helps prevent improper fitting and ensures the helmet provides
maximum protection.

Choosing the Wrong Size
One of the most frequent errors is selecting a helmet based on size labels
alone without taking actual head measurements. Always measure your head and
compare with the manufacturer's sizing chart to avoid this mistake.
