How To Ask QUESTIONS ACCORDING TO THE BIBLE

THE SPIRITUAL IMPORTANCE OF ASKING QUESTIONS

ASKING QUESTIONS IS A VITAL ASPECT OF SPIRITUAL GROWTH AND MATURATION. |T REFLECTS A DESIRE TO UNDERSTAND
Gop’s WILL, His NATURE, AND THE PURPOSE OF LIFE. THE BIBLE ENCOURAGES BELIEVERS TO SEEK KNOWLEDGE AND WISDOM,
OFTEN THROUGH QUESTIONING. THIS PRACTICE IS NOT SEEN AS A SIGN OF DOUBT OR WEAKNESS BUT AS AN EARNEST PURSUIT
OF TRUTH. THROUGH QUESTIONS, INDIVIDUALS CAN DEEPEN THEIR FAITH, UNCOVER MISUNDERSTANDINGS, AND RECEIVE DIVINE
GUIDANCE. IN MANY BIBLICAL NARRATIVES, QUESTIONING LEADS TO REVELATION AND TRANSFORMATION, SHOWING THE DYNAMIC
INTERACTION BETWEEN GOD AND HIs PEOPLE.

ENCOURAGEMENT TO SeEek WISDOM

THE SCRIPTURES REPEATEDLY EMPHASIZE THE IMPORTANCE OF SEEKING WISDOM AND UNDERSTANDING. ASKING QUESTIONS IS A
PRACTICAL METHOD TO ACQUIRE THESE VIRTUES. PROVERBS 2:3-5 HIGHLIGHTS THE VALUE OF INQUIRING AND SEARCHING FOR
WISDOM AS A WAY TO COMPREHEND THE FEAR OF THE LORD AND FIND THE KNOWLEDGE OF GOD. THIS ENCOURAGES BELIEVERS
TO BE ACTIVE LEARNERS IN THEIR SPIRITUAL WALK, NOT PASSIVE RECIPIENTS OF INFORMATION.

QUESTIONS AS A MEANS oF COMMUNICATION WITH GoD

PRAYER AND DIALOGUE WITH GOD OFTEN INVOLVE ASKING QUESTIONS. THE BIBLE MODELS THIS BY SHOWING HOW PEOPLE
COMMUNICATE THEIR DOUBTS, FEARS, AND NEEDS THROUGH QUESTIONING. THIS FORM OF COMMUNICATION DEMONSTRATES
TRUST IN GOD’S ABILITY TO PROVIDE ANSWERS AND GUIDANCE. |IT ALSO ALLOWS FOR A DEEPER RELATIONSHIP, \WHERE Gob
RESPONDS TO SINCERE SEEKERS WHO DESIRE TO KNOW HIM MORE INTIMATELY.

ITS ROLE IN FAITH. THESE VERSES REVEAL GOD’S OPENNESS TO INQUIRY AND THE BLESSINGS THAT COME FROM SEEKING ANS\WERS.

JaMes 1:5 — AskiNnGg Gob FOrR Wisbom

“IF ANY OF YOU LACKS WISDOM, LET HIM ASK GOD, WHO GIVES GENEROUSLY TO ALL WITHOUT REPROACH, AND IT WILL BE
GIVEN HIM.” THIS VERSE ENCOURAGES BELIEVERS TO APPROACH GOD CONFIDENTLY WITH QUESTIONS, ESPECIALLY WHEN SEEKING
WISDOM. |T ASSURES THAT GOD RESPONDS GENEROUSLY AND WITHOUT JUDGMENT.

MATTHEW 7:7 — THe PRoOMISE OF RECEIVING WHEN ASKING

“ASK, AND IT WILL BE GIVEN TO YOU; SEEK, AND YOU WILL FIND; KNOCK, AND IT WILL BE OPENED TO YOU.” THIS WELL-KNOWN
VERSE PROMISES THAT PERSISTENT ASKING LEADS TO RECEIVING. |T UNDERSCORES THE IMPORTANCE OF FAITH AND PERSEVERANCE
IN THE PROCESS OF INQUIRY.

ProvVERBS 3:5-6 — TRUSTING Gob WHILE ASKING QUESTIONS

“TRUST IN THE LORD WITH ALL YOUR HEART, AND DO NOT LEAN ON YOUR OWN UNDERSTANDING. IN ALL YOUR WAYS
ACKNOWLEDGE HIM, AND HE WILL MAKE STRAIGHT YOUR PATHS.” THIS PASSAGE ADVISES BELIEVERS TO TRUST GOD EVEN WHEN
THEIR QUESTIONS REVEAL UNCERTAINTY , PROMISING DIVINE GUIDANCE IN RESPONSE TO FAITHFUL SEEKING.

JonN 20:24-29 — THOMAS’s QUESTIONING AND FAITH

THE STORY OF THOMAS, WHO QUESTIONED JESUS” RESURRECTION UNTIL HE SAW AND TOUCHED CHRIST’S WOUNDS,
ILLUSTRATES THAT QUESTIONING CAN LEAD TO STRONGER FAITH. JESUS WELCOMED THOMAS’S QUESTIONS AND PROVIDED
PROOF, AFFIRMING THAT DOUBT AND INQUIRY HAVE A PLACE IN THE JOURNEY TOWARD BELIEF.

ExAMPLES OF BiBLICAL FIGURES WHO AskeD QUESTIONS

THROUGHOUT THE BIBLE, MANY INDIVIDUALS ASKED QUESTIONS THAT REVEAL THEIR STRUGGLES, DESIRES, AND QUESTS FOR
TRUTH. THEIR EXAMPLES PROVIDE VALUABLE LESSONS ON THE ROLE OF INQUIRY IN THE LIFE OF FAITH.

Moses AskING Gob FOrR GUIDANCE

MOSES FREQUENTLY ASKED GOD QUESTIONS DURING THE EXODUS JOURNEY. FOR INSTANCE, HE QUESTIONED GoD ABOUT HIS
ABILITY TO LEAD |SRAEL (EXODUS 3‘4) AND SOUGHT REASSURANCE AND INSTRUCTIONS. HIS QUESTIONS REFLECT HUMILITY
AND RELIANCE ON GOD’S DIRECTION.

JoB QUESTIONING GOD ABOUT SUFFERING

THE Book OFJOB CONTAINS PROFOUND DIALOGUES IN \X/HICHJOB ASKS GOD DIFFICULT QUESTIONS ABOUT THE REASONS FOR



HIS SUFFERING. W/HILE HIS QUESTIONS EXPRESS CONFUSION AND DISTRESS, THEY ALSO DEMONSTRATE HONESTY AND A DESIRE TO
UNDERSTAND GOD’S JUSTICE.

KING SoLOMON SeekING WisDoM

SOLOMON FAMOUSLY ASKED GOD FOR WISDOM TO GOVERN ISRAEL EFFECTIVELY (1 KiNGs 3:9). THIS REQUEST PLEASED GoD,
WHO GRANTED HIM UNPARALLELED WISDOM. SOLOMON’S EXAMPLE SHOWS THE VALUE OF ASKING FOR DISCERNMENT AND
KNOWLEDGE RATHER THAN MATERIAL WEALTH.

Jesus AskING QUESTIONS TO TEACH

JESUS OFTEN USED QUESTIONS AS A TEACHING TOOL, PROMPTING REFLECTION AND SELF-EXAMINATION. FOR EXAMPLE, HE ASKED
His piscIPLES, “WHO DO YoU SAY THAT | AM?” (MATTHEW 16:15), ENCOURAGING THEM TO ARTICULATE THEIR FAITH. HiS
QUESTIONS ENGAGE BELIEVERS IN ACTIVE LEARNING.

How To Ask QUESTIONS ACCORDING TO THE BIBLE

THE BIBLE PROVIDES GUIDANCE ON THE MANNER AND ATTITUDE WITH WHICH QUESTIONS SHOULD BE ASKED. T HESE PRINCIPLES
HELP ENSURE THAT INQUIRY IS RESPECTFUL, HUMBLE, AND SPIRITUALLY FRUITFUL.

APPROACH GobD WITH HUMILITY

JAMES 4:6 STATES, “GOD OPPOSES THE PROUD BUT GIVES GRACE TO THE HUMBLE.” \W/HEN ASKING QUESTIONS, HUMILITY
ACKNOWLEDGES ONE’S LIMITATIONS AND OPENNESS TO DIVINE INSTRUCTION. THIS ATTITUDE INVITES GOD’S GRACE AND
WISDOM.

Ask IN FAITH AND SINCERITY

BELIEVERS ARE ENCOURAGED TO ASK WITH GENUINE FAITH, TRUSTING THAT GOD WILL ANSWER ACCORDING TO HIS PERFECT
WILL. DOUBTFUL OR INSINCERE QUESTIONING CAN HINDER RECEIVING ANSWERS, AS IMPLIED INJAMES 126‘7, WHICH W ARNS
AGAINST WAVERING.

Be PERSISTENT AND PATIENT

JESUS® TEACHING IN LUKE 18:1-8 ABOUT THE PERSISTENT WIDOW ILLUSTRATES THE IMPORTANCE OF PERSEVERANCE IN ASKING.
PERSISTENCE IN PRAYER AND INQUIRY DEMONSTRATES COMMITMENT AND TRUST THAT GOD HEARS AND RESPONDS IN HIS TIMING.

Use QUESTIONS TO FOSTER UNDERSTANDING AND GROWTH

QUESTIONS SHOULD AIM TO DEEPEN KNOWLEDGE AND STRENGTHEN FAITH, NOT MERELY TO CHALLENGE OR DISPUTE.
CONSTRUCTIVE QUESTIONING LEADS TO ENLIGHTENMENT AND CLOSER RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD.

e LISTEN ATTENTIVELY TO GOD’S ANSWERS, WHETHER THROUGH SCRIPTURE, PRAYER, OR COUNSEL.
® REFLECT ON THE ANSWERS WITH AN OPEN HEART AND MIND.

® SHARE QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS WITH A FAITH COMMUNITY FOR MUTUAL GROW TH.

FREQUENTLY AsSkeD QUESTIONS

\WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT ASKING QUESTIONS?

THE BIBLE ENCOURAGES ASKING QUESTIONS AS A WAY TO SEEK UNDERSTANDING AND GROW IN FAITH. FOR EXAMPLE, PROVERBS
2:3 SAYS, /YES, IF YOU CALL OUT FOR INSIGHT AND RAISE YOUR VOICE FOR UNDERSTANDING.’

ARE THERE EXAMPLES OF JESUS ASKING QUESTIONS IN THE BIBLE?

YES, JESUS OFTEN ASKED QUESTIONS TO TEACH AND PROVOKE THOUGHT. ONE EXAMPLE IS INMATTHEW 16:15, WHERE JESUS
ASKS His DISCIPLES, ‘BUT WHAT ABOUT You? W/HO DO You SAY | am?’

DoES THE BIBLE DISCOURAGE ASKING QUESTIONS ABOUT FAITH?

NO, THE BIBLE DOES NOT DISCOURAGE ASKING QUESTIONS. IN FACT, IT SHOWS THAT QUESTIONING CAN LEAD TO DEEPER FAITH
AND UNDERSTANDING, AS SEEN INJAMES -|I5, WHICH ENCOURAGES BELIEVERS TO ASK GOD FOR WISDOM.

WHAT BIBLE VERSE ENCOURAGES SEEKING ANSWERS THROUGH QUESTIONS?

ProVErBS 25:2 SAYS, ‘IT 1S THE GLORY OF GOD TO CONCEAL A MATTER, TO SEARCH OUT A MATTER IS THE GLORY OF KINGS,,

Stated another way, verses 1-3 affirm that spiritual gifts were worthless without love, verses 4-7
affirm that love was superior to the gifts, and verses 8-13 assert that spiritual gifts were temporal
but love abides. Although 1 Cor. 13 may seem familiar to many, this chapter is often one of the most
misunderstood parts of the New Testament. The Corinthians’ elevation of spiritual gifts over love is
seen in places such as 12:13-25; 14:27-33, 40. It is also found by contrasting the qualities in 1 Cor.
13 with other sections of this epistle. For instance, love “suffers long” (13:4), but tongue speakers at
Corinth were impatient (14:27-28). Love does not “envy” (13:4), but the Corinthians envied the gifts
of others (chapter 12). Love “is not puffed up” (13:4), but tongue speakers were proud (compare
13:1). Love causes people to act in a kind and orderly way, but some of the Corinthians’ behavior
was disorderly (14:23, 40). Love is not “unseemly,” but the Corinthians were at risk of unseemly
behavior in their families (1 Cor. 7:36) as well as their Sunday assemblies (1 Cor. 11:2-16, 17-34).
Agape love “does not seek its own” (13:5), but these Christians were seeking their own (see 1 Cor. 8
and the discussion about idol meat). Love keeps people from “rejoicing in evil” (13:6), but the
Corinthians rejoiced in evil (1 Cor. 5:2, 6). There were various things that “provoked” these brethren
(13:5) and it seems they were “keeping a record of evil” (1 Cor. 13:5). It was time for the members
of this congregation to show some spiritual maturity and demonstrate the type of love that “bears all
things, believes all things, hopes in all things, and endures all things” (1 Cor. 13:7).
