CDL acknowledges disciplines as unique communities with their own
specialized (and often exclusionary) skills, norms, practices, and discourses, but deviates from
conventional applications of disciplinary literacy by responding to the ways in which power systems
and the analytic skills needed to understand them work differently based on the disciplines at hand.
A CDL instructional approach acknowledges that applying the critical literacy skills of “reading the
word and the world” to understand the power dynamics of vaccine distributions requires a different
skill set and strategy approach than looking at textual representations of masculinity in Romeo and
Juliet.
