HEAVY LOADS. IT IS AN ESSENTIAL PIECE OF EQUIPMENT IN BUILDING INFRASTRUCTURE AND LOGISTICS. THE TERM IS WIDELY

GRULLA: THe Birp CRANE

GRULLA IS THE SPANISH WORD FOR THE BIRD SPECIES KNOWN FOR THEIR ELEGANCE AND MIGRATORY BEHAVIOR. THESE BIRDS
BELONG TO THE FAMILY GRUIDAE AND ARE OFTEN FEATURED IN ART, LITERATURE, AND FOLKLORE THROUGHOUT THE SPANISH-
SPEAKING WORLD. THE TERM “GRULLA" IS USED IN BOTH SCIENTIFIC CONTEXTS AND COMMON SPEECH.

° GR A PUENTE OVERHEAD CRANE, USED IN FACTORIES AND W AREHOUSES.
o GRE] A PLUMRJIB CRANE, FEATURING A HORIZONTAL ARM FOR LIFTING.

L4 GR A ARTICULADA ARTICULATED CRANE, WITH A FLEXIBLE ARM MECHANISM.

BirD SPecies oF CRANES

SEVERAL SPECIES OF CRANES ARE IDENTIFIED IN SPANISH, OFTEN BY THEIR SCIENTIFIC OR COMMON NAMES. SOME NOTABLE
EXAMPLES INCLUDE:

BioLoGICAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTEXTS

W/HEN DISCUSSING BIRDS, GRULLA APPEARS IN TEXTS RELATED TO ORNITHOLOGY, ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION, AND
NATURAL HISTORY. SPANISH-LANGUAGE RESOURCES OFTEN DESCRIBE THE HABITS, HABITATS, AND MIGRATION PATTERNS OF
CRANES, HIGHLIGHTING THEIR ECOLOGICAL IMPORTANCE.

CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE OF CRANE IN SPANISH-SPEAKING COUNTRIES

THE GRULLA IS OFTEN SEEN AS A SYMBOL OF GRACE, LONGEVITY, AND FREEDOM. IN SOME SPANISH-SPEAKING REGIONS, CRANES
APPEAR IN FOLKLORE AND ARTISTIC REPRESENTATIONS, EMBODYING NATURAL BEAUTY AND THE CHANGING SEASONS. THEIR
MIGRATORY NATURE ALSO INSPIRES THEMES OF TRAVEL AND TRANSFORMATION.

REPRESENTATION IN ART AND LITERATURE

SPANISH LITERATURE AND VISUAL ARTS OCCASIONALLY FEATURE CRANES AS MOTIFS. POETS AND PAINTERS USE THE IMAGE OF
THE GRULLA TO EVOKE FEELINGS OF PEACE AND CONTINUITY. |TS PRESENCE IN CULTURAL WORKS UNDERSCORES THE BIRD’S
AESTHETIC AND METAPHORICAL SIGNIFICANCE.

CoMMON ExPRESSIONS AND PHRASES WITH CRANE IN SPANISH
