SYMBOLIC INTERACTIONISTS STUDY HOW PEOPLE CREATE AND INTERPRET SYMBOLS TO NAVIGATE SOCIAL LIFE.

ReSEARCH METHODS IN SOCIOLOGY

SOCIAL STRUCTURE REFERS TO THE ORGANIZED PATTERNS OF RELATIONSHIPS AND INSTITUTIONS THAT MAKE UP SOCIETY. THIS

SOCIAL INSTITUTIONS

DISPARITIES WITHIN AND BETWEEN SOCIETIES.

SociaL CHANGE AND MOVEMENTS
