The book is based on a study that used a holistic performance measurement model to measure the
effect of the newly developed JCI standards on the perceived quality performance and the progress
toward organizational excellence of a 400-bed hospital in a developing country. The study used a
longitudinal quantitative design over a period of 15 months. Structured questionnaires were used to
collect data from 250 staff, 250 patients and families, 200 patients' medical records, and 60
self-assessment surveys based on the accreditation bodies' approach. The results showed a
significant perceived improvement in the overall organizational performance index 15 months after
the implementation of JCI standards. The results highlighted many areas of strength in the
standards, mainly in their impact on organizational excellence, quality improvement and patients'
safety, leadership and management performance, patients' satisfaction and delight, organizational
learning, organizational ethical performance, and documentation.
