On a positive note, through Joiner´s prison experience, he fulfilled his childhood dream by becoming
a professional cook. Therefore, he encourages individuals to never give up on their dreams, visions,
or plans no matter how one struggle, detour, or stagger along life journey, because one has the
power to overcome any obstacle that stands in their way of achieving his/her dreams, purpose, and
plans in life.
