Basic Arithmetic and Number Properties

Expressions and Equations

Algebraic Expressions
An algebraic expression consists of variables, numbers, and operation symbols. Simplifying
expressions involves combining like terms and applying the properties of arithmetic.

Like Terms: Terms with the same variable raised to the same power (e.g., 3x and 5x).

Simplifying Expressions: Combine like terms and use the distributive property to reduce
expressions.

Solving Linear Equations

Exponents and Powers

Exponent Rules

Power of a Power: (a^m)^n = a^(m×n)

Zero Exponent: a^0 = 1 (a ≠ 0)

Negative Exponent: a^(-n) = 1 / a^n (a ≠ 0)

Scientific Notation
Scientific notation expresses very large or very small numbers in the form a × 10^n, where 1 ≤ a <
10 and n is an integer. This notation simplifies calculations involving extreme values.

Fractions, Ratios, and Proportions
Mastering fractions, ratios, and proportions is critical in pre-algebra. These concepts are frequently
used to solve real-world problems involving comparisons and relationships between quantities.

Operations with Fractions
Pre-algebra includes adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing fractions using fundamental rules.

Addition and Subtraction: Find a common denominator, then add or subtract numerators.

Multiplication: Multiply numerators and denominators directly.



Division: Multiply by the reciprocal of the divisor fraction.

Ratios and Proportions
Ratios compare two quantities, while proportions state that two ratios are equal. These are expressed
as fractions or with a colon (e.g., 3:4).

Ratio: A comparison of two numbers (a:b or a/b).

Proportion: An equation stating two ratios are equal (a/b = c/d).

Cross-Multiplication: Used to solve proportions by multiplying across the equals sign (a × d =
b × c).

Inequalities and Absolute Value
Inequalities are mathematical expressions involving the symbols >, <, ≥, or ≤, describing the
relationship between two values. Absolute value represents the distance of a number from zero on
the number line.

Solving Inequalities
Solving inequalities is similar to solving equations, but special attention is needed when multiplying or
dividing by negative numbers, which reverses the inequality sign.

Add or subtract the same value on both sides to isolate the variable.

Multiply or divide both sides by a positive number without changing the inequality sign.

Multiply or divide both sides by a negative number and reverse the inequality sign.

Absolute Value
Absolute value of a number is its distance from zero, always non-negative. It is denoted by |x|. For
example, |−5| = 5 and |5| = 5.

Absolute Value Equation: |x| = a has two solutions: x = a or x = -a (a ≥ 0).



Absolute Value Inequality: |x| < a means -a < x < a, and |x| > a means x < -a or x > a.

Coordinate Plane and Graphing Basics
The coordinate plane is a two-dimensional surface where points are plotted using ordered pairs (x, y).
Understanding how to graph points and interpret graphs is fundamental in pre-algebra.

Coordinate System
The coordinate plane consists of two perpendicular number lines: the x-axis (horizontal) and the y-
axis (vertical). The point where they intersect is the origin (0,0).

Plotting Points and Graphing
Points are located by moving along the x-axis and y-axis according to their coordinates. Graphing
linear equations involves plotting points that satisfy the equation and connecting them to form a line.

Identify the x-coordinate and move horizontally.

Identify the y-coordinate and move vertically.

Plot the point at the intersection of these positions.

Use multiple points to graph lines and interpret slopes.
