ADDITIONAL PREREQUISITES INCLUDE MEETING AGE LIMITS, MAINTAINING EXCELLENT MEDICAL STATUS, AND HAVING NO
SIGNIFICANT DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS ON RECORD. CANDIDATES MUST ALSO DEMONSTRATE STRONG FOUNDATIONAL SKILLS IN
MARKSMANSHIP, LAND NAVIGATION, AND TACTICAL OPERATIONS. THESE PREREQUISITES ENSURE THAT ONLY THOSE WITH A
SOLID MILITARY BACKGROUND AND POTENTIAL FOR ADVANCED SPECIAL OPERATIONS TRAINING ENTER THE ASSESSMENT PHASE.
