CoMMUNITY COLLEGES AND VOCATIONAL ScHooLS

COMMUNITY COLLEGES IN BROOKLYN OCCASIONALLY PROVIDE FREE SECURITY GUARD TRAINING THROUGH CONTINUING
EDUCATION OR WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENTS. THESE COURSES MAY BE GRANT-FUNDED OR PART OF BROADER JOB
READINESS PROGRAMS. ENROLLEES GAIN ACCESS TO CERTIFIED INSTRUCTORS AND STATE-RECOGNIZED CURRICULUM.

ELiGBILITY CRITERIA AND APPLICATION PROCESS

ELIGIBILITY FOR FREE SECURITY GUARD TRAINING IN BROOKLYN OFTEN DEPENDS ON FACTORS SUCH AS RESIDENCY, EMPLOYMENT

\WORKFORCE PROGRAMS. SOME TRAINING PROVIDERS CONDUCT INTERVIEWS OR ASSESSMENTS TO DETERMINE CANDIDATE
SUITABILITY AND COMMITMENT.

VALID SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER

o CLEAN CRIMINAL RECORD OR BACKGROUND CHECK CLEARANCE

e UNEMPLOYED OR UNDEREMPLOYED STATUS (IN SOME PROGRAMS)

MEETING THESE CRITERIA IS ESSENTIAL TO ACCESS NO-COST TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES AND SUBSEQUENT LICENSING.

APPLICATION STEPS

THE APPLICATION PROCESS FOR FREE SECURITY GUARD TRAINING TYPICALLY INVOLVES:

COMPLETION OF A STATE-APPROVED TRAINING PROGRAM IS MANDATORY FOR OBTAINING A SECURITY GUARD LICENSE. FREE
TRAINING PROVIDERS ENSURE THEIR CURRICULUM MEETS THESE STANDARDS.



THE STATE REQUIRES A MINIMUM OF 8 HOURS OF PRE-ASSIGNMENT TRAINING, WHICH INCLUDES TOPICS SUCH AS POWERS OF
ARREST, LEGAL LIMITATIONS, EMERGENCY PROCEDURES, AND ETHICS. FOLLOWING INITIAL TRAINING, GUARDS MUST COMPLETE 16
HOURS OF ON-THE-JOB TRAINING WITHIN THE FIRST 90 pAYs.

LICENSING PROCESS AFTER TRAINING

AFTER COMPLETING FREE SECURITY GUARD TRAINING, CANDIDATES MUST APPLY FOR A LICENSE THROUGH THE NEW Y ORK
DEPARTMENT OF STATE’S DIVISION OF LICENSING SERVICES. THIS PROCESS INVOLVES:

o COMPLETING AN APPLICATION WITH PROOF OF TRAINING COMPLETION

® PAYING APPLICABLE LICENSING FEES (NOTEZ TRAINING MAY BE FREE, BUT LICENSING FEES TYPICALLY APPLY)

RECEIVING THE LICENSE TO LEGALLY WORK AS A SECURITY GUARD
