HiISTORY AND MISSION OF FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY

THE FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY WAS ESTABLISHED WITH THE PRIMARY GOAL OF PREVENTING ANIMAL CRUELTY AND
IMPROVING THE LIVES OF ANIMALS WITHIN STEPHENSON COUNTY AND NEIGHBORING AREAS. OVER THE YEARS, IT HAS GROWN
INTO A WELL-RESPECTED ORGANIZATION THAT ADVOCATES FOR ANIMAL RIGHTS AND WELFARE THROUGH RESCUE OPERATIONS
AND PUBLIC EDUCATION. THE MISSION CENTERS ON PROVIDING SAFE SHELTER, MEDICAL CARE, AND LOVING HOMES TO ABANDONED
AND STRAY ANIMALS, WHILE PROMOTING HUMANE TREATMENT AND RESPONSIBLE PET OWNERSHIP IN THE COMMUNITY.

FOUNDING AND DEVELOPMENT

THE ORGANIZATION WAS FOUNDED DECADES AGO BY A GROUP OF ANIMAL LOVERS WHO RECOGNIZED THE NEED FOR A DEDICATED
SHELTER AND RESCUE SERVICE IN FREEPORT. STARTING AS A SMALL VOLUNTEER-RUN SHELTER, IT HAS EXPANDED TO
INCORPORATE MODERN VETERINARY FACILITIES AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS. THE CONTINUOUS GROW TH REFLECTS A STRONG
COMMUNITY BACKING AND A COMMITMENT TO ANIMAL WELFARE.

Core VALUES AND OBJECTIVES

THe FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY OPERATES ON VALUES SUCH AS COMPASSION, RESPECT, AND EDUCATION. TS
OBJECTIVES INCLUDE REDUCING ANIMAL OVERPOPULATION THROUGH SPAY /NEUTER INITIATIVES, RESCUING ANIMALS FROM
NEGLECTFUL OR ABUSIVE SITUATIONS, AND EDUCATING THE PUBLIC ON PROPER ANIMAL CARE AND WELFARE STANDARDS. THESE
CORE PRINCIPLES GUIDE ALL ACTIVITIES AND SERVICES OFFERED BY THE ORGANIZATION.



ANIMAL ADOPTION SERVICES AND PROCESS

ONE OF THE PRIMARY FUNCTIONS OF THE FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY IS FACILITATING ANIMAL ADOPTIONS. THE
SHELTER HOUSES A VARIETY OF PETS INCLUDING DOGS, CATS, RABBITS, AND SOMETIMES SMALL MAMMALS, ALL OF WHICH ARE
AVAILABLE FOR ADOPTION TO RESPONSIBLE FAMILIES AND INDIVIDUALS. THE ADOPTION PROGRAM AIMS TO MATCH ANIMALS
WITH SUITABLE HOMES TO ENSURE LONG-TERM HAPPINESS AND WELL-BEING.

AVAILABLE ANIMALS FOR ADOPTION

THE SHELTER MAINTAINS A DIVERSE POPULATION OF ANIMALS WAITING FOR ADOPTION. DOGS OF VARIOUS BREEDS AND SIZES,
CATS OF ALL AGES, AND OCCASIONALLY OTHER SMALL ANIMALS ARE CARED FOR WITH MEDICAL ATTENTION AND BEHAVIORAL
ASSESSMENTS. EACH ANIMAL IS VACCINATED, SPAYED OR NEUTERED, AND MICROCHIPPED PRIOR TO ADOPTION.

ADOPTION PROCESS AND REQUIREMENTS

THE ADOPTION PROCESS AT THE FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY IS THOROUGH TO ENSURE THE BEST FIT BETWEEN PET AND
ADOPTER. PROSPECTIVE ADOPTERS MUST FILL OUT AN APPLICATION FORM, PARTICIPATE IN AN INTERVIEW , AND MAY BE SUBJECT
TO A HOME VISIT. THE SHELTER STAFF PROVIDES GUIDANCE ON PET CARE AND RESPONSIBILITIES TO PREPARE NEW OWNERS.
ADOPTION FEES HELP COVER MEDICAL EXPENSES AND SHELTER OPERATIONS.

THE FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY ACTIVELY ENGAGES THE LOCAL COMMUNITY THROUGH EDUCATIONAL OUTREACH AND
AW ARENESS CAMPAIGNS. THESE PROGRAMS ARE DESIGNED TO INFORM RESIDENTS ABOUT ANIMAL WELFARE, RESPONSIBLE PET
OWNERSHIP, AND THE IMPORTANCE OF SPAYING AND NEUTERING PETS TO CONTROL OVERPOPULATION.

ScHooL AND COMMUNITY PRESENTATIONS

V OLUNTEERS AND STAFF CONDUCT PRESENTATIONS IN SCHOOLS AND COMMUNITY CENTERS TO TEACH CHILDREN AND ADULTS
ABOUT HUMANE TREATMENT OF ANIMALS. THESE SESSIONS COVER TOPICS SUCH AS ANIMAL BEHAVIOR, SAFETY AROUND PETS,
AND THE ETHICAL ASPECTS OF ANIMAL CARE.



SpAY AND NeUTER CLINICS

To REDUCE STRAY AND UNWANTED ANIMAL POPULATIONS, THE HUMANE SOCIETY ORGANIZES REGULAR LOW-COST SPAY AND
NEUTER CLINICS. THESE CLINICS ARE AVAILABLE TO PET OWNERS WITHIN FREEPORT AND SURROUNDING AREAS, MAKING ESSENTIAL
VETERINARY SERVICES AFFORDABLE AND ACCESSIBLE.

V OLUNTEER AND DONATION OPPORTUNITIES

SUPPORT FROM VOLUNTEERS AND DONORS IS FUNDAMENTAL TO THE OPERATIONS OF THE FREEPORT ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY.
THE ORGANIZATION OFFERS MULTIPLE WAYS FOR COMMUNITY MEMBERS TO CONTRIBUTE TIME, SKILLS, OR FINANCIAL RESOURCES
TO BENEFIT ANIMALS IN NEED.

OPPORTUNITY FOR INDIVIDUALS TO ENGAGE DIRECTLY IN ANIMAL WELFARE EFFORTS.

ON-SITE VETERINARY SERVICES ENSURE THAT ALL ANIMALS RECEIVE PROMPT MEDICAL ATTENTION INCLUDING VACCINATIONS,
SPAY/NEUTER SURGERIES, AND TREATMENT FOR ILLNESSES OR INJURIES. BEHAVIORAL EVALUATIONS AND TRAINING PROGRAMS
HELP ADDRESS ANXIETY OR AGGRESSION, INCREASING ADOPTABILITY.

SHELTER ENVIRONMENT AND AMENITIES

THE SHELTER INCLUDES INDIVIDUAL KENNELS, PLAY AREAS, AND QUIET ZONES TO REDUCE STRESS FOR ANIMALS. CLEANLINESS
AND SANITATION PROTOCOLS ARE STRICTLY FOLLOWED TO PREVENT DISEASE. THE FACILITY ALSO FEATURES ADOPTION ROOMS
\WHERE POTENTIAL ADOPTERS CAN INTERACT WITH ANIMALS IN A CALM SETTING.
