PREPARING A FRIENDSJOEY \WEDDING SPEECH.JOEY IS CHARACTERIZED BY HIS LOYALTY, SIMPLICITY, AND GENUINE KINDNESS,
OFTEN DELIVERED WITH A COMEDIC TWIST.

HUMOR AND LIGHTHEARTEDNESS

HUMOR IS CENTRAL TOJOEY)S SPEECHES. INCORPORATING PLAYFUL JOKES, WITTY REMARKS, OR AMUSING OBSERVATIONS
CREATES A LIVELY MOOD. HO\X/EVER, THE HUMOR SHOULD ALWAYS BE RESPECTFUL AND ALIGNED WITH THE OCCASION’S

PERSONAL ANECDOTES

SHARING PERSONAL STORIES OR EXPERIENCES RELATED TO THE COUPLE OR THE WEDDING ADDS AUTHENTICITY AND DEPTH TO THE

CLEAR STRUCTURE

SPEECH INCLUDES AN INTRODUCTION, THE MAIN BODY WITH ANECDOTES AND WISHES, AND A CLOSING STATEMENT THAT LEAVES
A POSITIVE IMPRESSION.

CRAFTING THE SPEeCH: TIPS AND TECHNIQUES

KNowW THE AUDIENCE

INSIDE JOKES WITH UNIVERSAL THEMES.

Keep IT SIMPLE AND GENUINE

JOEY)S SPEECH STYLE IS STRAIGHTFORWARD AND HEARTFELT. AVOID OVERLY COMPLEX LANGUAGE OR GRANDIOSE STATEMENTS.
|NSTEAD, FOCUS ON SIMPLE, SINCERE WORDS THAT CONVEY GENUINE EMOTION AND CELEBRATE THE COUPLE’S JOURNEY.



PrACTICE DELIVERY

THE DELIVERY IS AS IMPORTANT AS THE CONTENT. PRACTICING THE SPEECH MULTIPLE TIMES ENHANCES CONFIDENCE AND TIMING,
ESPECIALLY FOR HUMOROUS ELEMENTS. EMULATINGJOEY’S CASUAL AND WARM TONE HELPS CREATE A NATURAL AND ENGAGING
PRESENTATION.

Use HUMOR THOUGHTFULLY

HUMOR SHOULD ENHANCE THE SPEECH WITHOUT OVERSHADOWING THE SENTIMENT. INTEGRATE PLAYFUL JOKES OR LIGHT
SARCASM THAT REFLECTJOEY)S PERSONALITY BUT REMAIN RESPECTFUL AND INCLUSIVE.

3. HEARTFELT W/ISH: “SO HERE’S TO THE HAPPY COUPLE — MAY YOUR LIFE BE FULL OF LAUGHTER, GOOD FOOD, AND A
WHOLE LOT OF LOVE. AND REMEMBER, IF YOU EVER NEED A THIRD WHEEL, YOU KNOW WHO TO cALLP”

ADAPTING THE SPEECH

W/HILE THESE EXAMPLES PROVIDE A TEMPLATE, PERSONALIZING THE SPEECH WITH SPECIFIC REFERENCES TO THE COUPLE’S STORY
OR SHARED EXPERIENCES ENHANCES ITS AUTHENTICITY AND EMOTIONAL IMPACT. THIS ADAPTATION IS CRUCIAL FOR A FRIENDS
JOEY \WEDDING SPEECH THAT FEELS UNIQUE AND MEMORABLE.

CoMMON MISTAKES TO AvoID

AVOIDING COMMON PITFALLS IS IMPORTANT WHEN PREPARING A FRIENDSJOEY \WEDDING SPEECH. THESE MISTAKES CAN DETRACT

Excessive HUMOR

W/HILE HUMOR 1S KEY, TOO MANY JOKES OR INAPPROPRIATE HUMOR CAN OVERSHADOW THE EMOTIONAL TONE AND MAY OFFEND
GUESTS. BALANCING HUMOR WITH HEARTFELT SENTIMENT IS NECESSARY FOR A SUCCESSFUL SPEECH.



IGNORING AUDIENCE SENSITIVITIES

FAILING TO CONSIDER THE AUDIENCE’S DIVERSITY AND SENSITIVITIES CAN RESULT IN AWKWARD MOMENTS. A FRIENDSJOEY
\WEDDING SPEECH SHOULD BE INCLUSIVE AND RESPECTFUL TO ALL ATTENDEES.

INCORPORATING HUMOR AND EMOTION EFFECTIVELY

BALANCING HUMOR AND EMOTION IS A DEFINING FEATURE OF A FRIENDSJOEY WEDDING SPEECH. ACHIEVING THIS BALANCE
REQUIRES CAREFUL CONSIDERATION OF CONTENT, TONE, AND DELIVERY TO ENSURE THE SPEECH IS BOTH ENTERTAINING AND

UsING HUMOR To ENHANCE EMOTION

HUMOR CAN BE A POWERFUL TOOL TO CONNECT EMOTIONALLY BY BREAKING THE ICE AND MAKING THE AUDIENCE COMFORT ABLE.
