THE FRIGIDAIRE SELF CLEAN OVEN MANUAL EXPLAINS THAT THE SELF-CLEAN FUNCTION IS DESIGNED TO HEAT THE OVEN TO
EXTREMELY HIGH TEMPERATURES, TYPICALLY BETWEEN 800 AND 1000 DEGREES FAHRENHEIT, TO INCINERATE FOOD RESIDUES
AND GREASE INSIDE THE OVEN CAVITY. THIS PROCESS TRANSFORMS LEFTOVER FOOD PARTICLES INTO ASH, WHICH CAN BE EASILY
WIPED AWAY AFTER THE CYCLE ENDS. THE FEATURE ELIMINATES THE NEED FOR HARSH CHEMICAL CLEANERS AND MANUAL
SCRUBBING, MAKING OVEN MAINTENANCE MORE CONVENIENT AND ENVIRONMENTALLY FRIENDLY.

How THE SeLF CLEAN MoDE W ORkS

DURING THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE, THE OVEN LOCKS ITS DOOR AUTOMATICALLY TO PREVENT ACCIDENTAL OPENING DUE TO THE
HIGH HEAT. THE HIGH TEMPERATURE EFFECTIVELY BURNS OFF ANY GRIME OR SPILLS, LEAVING THE INTERIOR CLEAN. THE MANUAL
STRESSES THAT THIS CYCLE USUALLY LASTS BETWEEN TWO TO FOUR HOURS DEPENDING ON THE OVEN MODEL AND THE
SELECTED CLEANING DURATION. SOME FRIGIDAIRE MODELS OFFER ADJUSTABLE CLEANING TIMES TO ACCOMMODATE VARYING
DEGREES OF SOIL.

BeNeriTs oF UsING SELF CLEAN

UTILIZING THE SELF CLEAN FEATURE REGULARLY HELPS MAINTAIN THE OVEN’S EFFICIENCY AND HYGIENE. |T REDUCES COOKING
ODORS CAUSED BY LEFTOVER FOOD PARTICLES AND ENSURES THAT THE OVEN TEMPERATURE SENSORS OPERATE OPTIMALLY BY
KEEPING THE INTERIOR FREE OF DEBRIS. ADDITIONALLY, IT EXTENDS THE OVEN’S LIFESPAN BY PREVENTING THE BUILDUP OF
CORROSIVE RESIDUES THAT CAN DAMAGE THE APPLIANCE OVER TIME.



PRePARING YOUR OVEN FOR SELF CLEANING

PROPER PREPARATION IS CRITICAL BEFORE INITIATING THE SELF-CLEANING CYCLE TO ENSURE SAFETY AND EFFECTIVENESS. THE
FRIGIDAIRE SELF CLEAN OVEN MANUAL PROVIDES A DETAILED CHECKLIST THAT USERS SHOULD FOLLOW PRIOR TO STARTING THE
PROCESS. NEGLECTING THESE STEPS CAN RESULT IN DAMAGE TO THE OVEN OR CREATE UNSAFE CONDITIONS.

ReMoVING OVEN RACkS AND ACCESSORIES

THE MANUAL RECOMMENDS REMOVING ALL OVEN RACKS, COOKWARE, AND ANY OTHER ACCESSORIES FROM THE OVEN CAVITY.
MANY FRIGIDAIRE RACKS ARE NOT DESIGNED TO WITHSTAND THE EXTREME HEAT OF THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE AND MAY DISCOLOR
OR WARP IF LEFT INSIDE. SOME MODELS INCLUDE RACKS THAT ARE SELF-CLEAN SAFE, HOWEVER, CONSULTATION OF THE SPECIFIC
PRODUCT MANUAL IS ADVISED.

CLEANING LoosE DegrIs

[T IS ESSENTIAL TO REMOVE ANY LARGE FOOD DEBRIS OR SPILLS MANUALLY BEFORE STARTING THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE. THIS
STEP PREVENTS EXCESSIVE SMOKE OR FIRE HAZARDS CAUSED BY LARGE FOOD PARTICLES IGNITING DURING THE CLEANING PROCESS.
W/ IPING DOWN THE OVEN WITH A DAMP CLOTH CAN ASSIST IN REMOVING LOOSE CRUMBS AND GREASE SPOTS.

ENSURING PROPER VENTILATION

THE MANUAL HIGHLIGHTS THE IMPORTANCE OF ADEQUATE KITCHEN VENTILATION DURING THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE. OPENING A
WINDOW OR RUNNING AN EXHAUST FAN HELPS TO DISSIPATE SMOKE AND ODORS GENERATED BY THE HIGH HEAT COMBUSTION OF
RESIDUES. THIS PRECAUTION IMPROVES INDOOR AIR QUALITY AND REDUCES DISCOMFORT WHILE THE OVEN IS CLEANING.

OPERATING THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE

THE OPERATION OF THE SELF-CLEAN FEATURE VARIES SLIGHTLY ACROSS DIFFERENT FRIGIDAIRE MODELS, BUT THE GENERAL
PROCEDURE REMAINS CONSISTENT. THE MANUAL PROVIDES STEP-BY-STEP INSTRUCTIONS TO SAFELY ACTIVATE AND MONITOR
THE CLEANING PROCESS.

ACTIVATING THE SELF CLEAN MODE

To BEGIN, USERS TYPICALLY PRESS THE “SELF CLEAN” BUTTON ON THE OVEN’S CONTROL PANEL. THE OVEN MAY PROMPT TO
SELECT A CLEANING DURATION, OFTEN RANGING FROM 2 TO 4 HOURS. AFTER SELECTING THE PREFERRED TIME, PRESSING THE
“START” BUTTON INITIATES THE CYCLE. THE OVEN DOOR WILL THEN LOCK AUTOMATICALLY AND REMAIN LOCKED UNTIL THE
TEMPERATURE COOLS TO A SAFE LEVEL.

MOoNITORING THE CLEANING PROCESS

DURING THE CYCLE, THE OVEN DISPLAY MAY SHOW A COUNTDOWN TIMER INDICATING THE REMAINING DURATION. IT1s
IMPORTANT TO AVOID OPENING THE DOOR OR INTERRUPTING THE CYCLE ONCE IT HAS STARTED. THE OVEN MAY EMIT SOME
ODORS OR SMOKE, WHICH IS NORMAL AND EXPECTED DUE TO THE INCINERATION OF RESIDUES.

EnDING THE CYCLE

AFTER THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE COMPLETES, THE OVEN ENTERS A COOL-DOWN PHASE DURING WHICH THE DOOR REMAINS LOCKED.
ONCE THE TEMPERATURE LOWERS SUFFICIENTLY, THE LOCK DISENGAGES, ALLOWING THE USER TO OPEN THE DOOR AND WIPE



AWAY THE REMAINING ASH USING A DAMP CLOTH OR SPONGE.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND IMPORTANT TIPS

SAFETY IS PARAMOUNT WHEN USING THE SELF-CLEAN FEATURE. THE FRIGIDAIRE SELF CLEAN OVEN MANUAL LISTS SEVERAL
PRECAUTIONS THAT PREVENT INJURIES AND APPLIANCE DAMAGE DURING THE CLEANING PROCESS.

KeePING CHILDREN AND PETS AWAY

DUE TO THE EXTREME HEAT GENERATED DURING THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE, CHILDREN AND PETS SHOULD BE KEPT AWAY FROM THE
OVEN AND KITCHEN AREA. THE MANUAL ADVISES ENSURING THE OVEN DOOR IS SECURELY LOCKED BEFORE LEAVING THE APPLIANCE
UNAT TENDED.

AVOIDING THE Use oF OVEN CLEANERS

THE PRESENCE OF CHEMICAL OVEN CLEANERS INSIDE THE OVEN CAVITY DURING THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE CAN CAUSE DANGEROUS
FUMES AND DAMAGE. THE MANUAL STRICTLY PROHIBITS USING ANY CHEMICAL CLEANERS ON THE OVEN INTERIOR BEFORE OR AFTER
SELF-CLEANING.

HANDLING SMokE AND ODORS

IF EXCESSIVE SMOKE OR ODORS OCCUR, THE MANUAL RECOMMENDS VENTILATING THE AREA IMMEDIATELY AND, IF NECESSARY,
CANCELING THE CLEANING CYCLE. ENSURING THE OVEN IS FREE OF HEAVY SPILLS BEFORE STARTING THE CYCLE REDUCES THE
LIKELIHOOD OF SMOKE.

FIre PReVENTION TIPS

IN RARE CASES, LARGE FOOD SPILLS CAN IGNITE DURING THE SELF CLEAN PROCESS. THE MANUAL ADVISES REMOVING ALL FOOD
DEBRIS BEFOREHAND AND NEVER LEAVING THE OVEN UNATTENDED DURING AN UNUSUALLY SMOKY OR BURNING SMELL EVENT.

PosT-CLEANING MAINTENANCE

AFTER THE SELF-CLEAN CYCLE, PROPER MAINTENANCE ENSURES THE OVEN REMAINS IN EXCELLENT CONDITION AND READY FOR USE.
THE FRIGIDAIRE SELF CLEAN OVEN MANUAL PROVIDES DETAILED GUIDANCE ON POST-CLEANING CARE.

ReMoVING ASH AND RESIDUE

ONCE THE OVEN COOLS AND UNLOCKS, ANY ASH LEFT BEHIND FROM THE CLEANING CYCLE SHOULD BE WIPED AWAY USING A DAMP
CLOTH OR SPONGE. AVOID ABRASIVE MATERIALS THAT CAN SCRATCH THE OVEN’S INTERIOR SURFACES.

CLEANING OVEN RACKS

SINCE OVEN RACKS ARE REMOVED DURING THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE, THEY SHOULD BE CLEANED SEPARATELY USING WARM WATER
AND MILD DETERGENT. FOR STUBBORN STAINS, SOAKING OR USING A NON-ABRASIVE SCRUBBER IS RECOMMENDED. ENSURE RACKS
ARE THOROUGHLY DRIED BEFORE PLACING THEM BACK INSIDE THE OVEN.



INSPECTING Door SEALS AND COMPONENTS

REGULAR INSPECTION OF DOOR SEALS AND HINGES HELPS MAINTAIN THE OVEN’S SAFETY AND EFFICIENCY. THE MANUAL ADVISES
CHECKING FOR ANY WEAR OR DAMAGE AND CONTACTING AUTHORIZED SERVICE IF ISSUES ARE DETECTED.

TrROUBLESHOOTING COMMON ISSUES

THE FRIGIDAIRE SELF CLEAN OVEN MANUAL INCLUDES A TROUBLESHOOTING SECTION TO ASSIST USERS IN RESOLVING COMMON
PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED DURING THE SELF-CLEAN PROCESS.

OvVeN Door FaILS To Lock

IF THE OVEN DOOR DOES NOT LOCK WHEN STARTING THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE, THE MANUAL SUGGESTS CHECKING FOR
OBSTRUCTIONS, ENSURING THE DOOR IS FULLY CLOSED, AND VERIFYING THAT THE CHILD LOCK FEATURE IS NOT ENGAGED. IN SOME
CASES, A FAULTY DOOR LOCK MECHANISM MAY REQUIRE PROFESSIONAL REPAIR.

Excessive SMoke or ODORS

PERSISTENT SMOKE OR UNPLEASANT ODORS OFTEN INDICATE LEFTOVER FOOD DEBRIS OR SPILLS. THE MANUAL RECOMMENDS
CANCELING THE CYCLE, VENTILATING THE AREA, AND MANUALLY CLEANING THE OVEN CAVITY BEFORE ATTEMPTING ANOTHER SELF
CLEAN.

SeLF CLeAN CycLe Does NOoT START

IF THE SELF CLEAN FUNCTION FAILS TO ACTIVATE, ENSURE THAT THE OVEN IS PROPERLY PLUGGED IN AND THAT THE CONTROL
PANEL IS FUNCTIONING CORRECTLY. RESETTING THE OVEN BY TURNING OFF THE CIRCUIT BREAKER FOR A FEW MINUTES MAY
RESOLVE ELECTRONIC GLITCHES. PERSISTENT ISSUES SHOULD BE ADDRESSED BY A QUALIFIED TECHNICIAN.

ErrROR CoDES DURING SELF CLEAN

THE OVEN DISPLAY MAY SHOW ERROR CODES RELATED TO TEMPERATURE SENSORS, DOOR LOCKS, OR CONTROL BOARD
MALFUNCTIONS. THE MANUAL PROVIDES A LIST OF COMMON ERROR CODES AND RECOMMENDED ACTIONS, INCLUDING CONTACTING
FRIGIDAIRE CUSTOMER SUPPORT FOR ASSISTANCE.

How Do | START THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE ON MY FRIGIDAIRE OVEN?

TO START THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE, MAKE SURE THE OVEN IS EMPTY, THEN PRESS THE 'SeLr CLEAN BUTTON, SELECT THE DESIRED
CLEANING DURATION, AND PRESS ‘START’. THE OVEN DOOR WILL LOCK AUTOMATICALLY DURING THE CYCLE.

\WHAT SAFETY PRECAUTIONS SHOULD | TAKE WHEN USING THE FRIGIDAIRE SELF CLEAN
OVEN FEATURE?

ENSURE THE OVEN IS EMPTY OF COOKWARE AND FOOD, KEEP CHILDREN AND PETS AWAY, VENTILATE THE KITCHEN PROPERLY, AND
NEVER FORCE THE DOOR OPEN WHILE IT IS LOCKED DURING THE CLEANING CYCLE.

How LONG DOES THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE LAST ON A FRIGIDAIRE OVEN?

THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE TYPICALLY LASTS BETWEEN 2 TO 4 HOURS DEPENDING ON THE SELECTED CLEANING TIME AND OVEN
MODEL.

\WHY WON'T MY FRIGIDAIRE OVEN START THE SELF CLEAN CYCLE?

COMMON REASONS INCLUDE THE OVEN DOOR NOT BEING FULLY CLOSED, THE CONTROL LOCK BEING ACTIVATED, OR THE OVEN
TEMPERATURE BEING TOO HIGH. REFER TO THE MANUAL FOR TROUBLESHOOTING STEPS SPECIFIC TO YOUR MODEL.

REMAIN LOCKED UNTIL IT COOLS DOWN TO A SAFE TEMPERATURE.

How Do | MAINTAIN MY FRIGIDAIRE OVEN AFTER USING THE SELF CLEAN FEATURE?

AFTER THE OVEN COOLS, WIPE OUT ANY REMAINING ASH WITH A DAMP CLOTH AND AVOID USING HARSH CHEMICALS. REGULARLY
CLEAN SPILLS PROMPTLY TO REDUCE THE NEED FOR FREQUENT SELF CLEANING.
