HAVE,” “UN" IS THE INDEFINITE ARTICLE “A,” AND “PROBLEMA” TRANSLATES DIRECTLY TO “PROBLEM.” THIS PHRASE IS WIDELY
ACCEPTED AND UNDERSTOOD IN SPANISH-SPEAKING COUNTRIES. |T CAN BE USED IN FORMAL AND INFORMAL SITUATIONS, MAKING
IT VERSATILE FOR VARIOUS COMMUNICATION NEEDS. ADDITIONALLY, RECOGNIZING THE GENDER AND NUMBER AGREEMENT IN

SPANISH IS IMPORTANT WHEN MODIFYING THE NOUN “PROBLEMA” OR REPLACING IT WITH SYNONYMS.

LiTERAL TRANSLATION

THE LITERAL TRANSLATION “TENGO UN PROBLEMA” BREAKS DOWN INTO SIMPLE COMPONENTS THAT ARE STRAIGHTFORWARD
FOR LEARNERS TO MEMORIZE AND USE. “TENGO" IS THE FIRST-PERSON SINGULAR FORM OF THE VERB “TENER,” WHICH MEANS “TO
HAVE.” “UN PROBLEMA” REFERS TO A SINGULAR PROBLEM. THIS PHRASE COVERS A BROAD RANGE OF SITUATIONS, FROM MINOR
INCONVENIENCES TO SERIOUS ISSUES.

V ARIATIONS BASED ON CONTEXT

DEPENDING ON THE CONTEXT, THE PHRASE MAY VARY SLIGHTLY. FOR EXAMPLE, WHEN REFERRING TO MULTIPLE PROBLEMS, THE
PLURAL FORM “TENGO PROBLEMAS” (| HAVE PROBLEMS) IS USED. IN MORE FORMAL CONTEXTS, ONE MIGHT HEAR “PRESENTO UN
PROBLEMA,” WHICH TRANSLATES TO “| PRESENT A PROBLEM” AND IS COMMON IN PROFESSIONAL OR ACADEMIC ENVIRONMENTS.

COMMON EXPRESSIONS AND SYNONYMS FORrR | HAVE A ProBLEM”

THE SPANISH LANGUAGE OFFERS SEVERAL WAYS TO EXPRESS THAT ONE HAS A PROBLEM, EACH WITH SUBTLE DIFFERENCES IN
TONE AND FORMALITY. EXPLORING THESE ALTERNATIVES ENHANCES COMMUNICATION SKILLS AND HELPS AVOID REPETITION.

SYNONYMS FOR “PROBLEMA"

\WHILE “PROBLEMA” IS THE MOST DIRECT TERM FOR “PROBLEM,” SPANISH ALSO INCLUDES WORDS LIKE “DIFICULTAD”
(DIFFICULTY), “compLICACIE] N” (COMPLICATION), AND “INCONVENIENTE” (INCONVENIENCE). THESE TERMS CAN BE USED TO
DESCRIBE SPECIFIC TYPES OF PROBLEMS AND ADD VARIETY TO LANGUAGE USAGE.

UsinG “1 HAVE A ProBLEM” IN DIFFEReENT CONTEXTS

THE PHRASE “| HAVE A PROBLEM” CAN BE USED IN NUMEROUS CONTEXTS, FROM CASUAL CONVERSATIONS TO PROFESSIONAL
DISCUSSIONS. UNDERSTANDING HOW TO ADAPT THE PHRASE TO DIFFERENT SITUATIONS IS KEY TO EFFECTIVE COMMUNICATION.

PERSONAL AND INFORMAL SITUATIONS

IN EVERYDAY LIFE, EXPRESSING A PROBLEM MIGHT INVOLVE MINOR ISSUES SUCH AS FORGETTING SOMETHING OR ENCOUNTERING
TECHNICAL DIFFICULTIES. FOR EXAMPLE, A STUDENT MIGHT SAY, “TENGO UN PROBLEMA CON MI TAREA,” MEANING “| HAVE A
PROBLEM WITH MY HOMEWORK.” INFORMAL EXPRESSIONS MIGHT INCLUDE ADDING “AMIGO” (FRIEND) OR USING A SOFTER TONE TO
CONVEY THE ISSUE WITHOUT SOUNDING TOO SERIOUS.

PROFESSIONAL AND FORMAL SITUATIONS

IN THE WORKPLACE OR ACADEMIC ENVIRONMENTS, CONVEYING PROBLEMS REQUIRES A POLITE AND CLEAR APPROACH. PHRASES
LIKE “QUISIERA INFORMAR QUE TENGO UN PROBLEMA” (| WOULD LIKE TO INFORM YOU THAT | HAVE A PROBLEM) ARE
APPROPRIATE. |T IS ALSO COMMON TO SPECIFY THE PROBLEM'S NATURE, SUCH AS “TENGO UN PROBLEMA T[F] cNico” (I HAVE A
TECHNICAL PROBLEM) OR “TENGO UN PROBLEMA CON EL PROYECTO" (| HAVE A PROBLEM WITH THE PROJECT).

EMERGENCY AND URGENT SITUATIONS

\W/HEN URGENCY IS INVOLVED, THE PHRASE CAN BE INTENSIFIED OR COMBINED WITH WORDS LIKE “GRAVE” (SERIOUS) OR
"URGENTE” (URGENT). FOR EXAMPLE, “TENGO UN PROBLEMA GRAVE” MEANS | HAVE A SERIOUS PROBLEM.” THIS HELPS CONVEY



THE IMPORTANCE AND IMMEDIACY OF THE ISSUE TO THE LISTENER.

GRAMMAR AND PRONUNCIATION TIPS

MASTERING THE PHRASE “| HAVE A PROBLEM” IN SPANISH ALSO INVOLVES UNDERSTANDING ITS GRAMMATICAL STRUCTURE AND
PRONUNCIATION NUANCES. THIS SECTION COVERS ESSENTIAL POINTS TO ENSURE ACCURATE AND CONFIDENT USAGE.

VEere CONJUGATION oF “TENER”

THe VERB “TENER” IS IRREGULAR AND COMMONLY USED IN SPANISH. THE CORRECT FIRST-PERSON SINGULAR CONJUGATION IS
"TENGO.” UNDERSTANDING THIS CONJUGATION IS CRUCIAL FOR CONSTRUCTING SENTENCES PROPERLY. ADDITIONALLY, LEARNERS
SHOULD BE AWARE OF OTHER FORMS FOR DIFFERENT SUBJECTS, SUCH AS “TIENES” (You HAVE) AND “TIENE” (HE/SHE HAS).

PRONUNCIATION GUIDANCE

PRONOUNCING “TENGO UN PROBLEMA” CORRECTLY IMPROVES CLARITY IN COMMUNICATION. KEY PRONUNCIATION POINTS
INCLUDE!:

o TENGO: THE “G” IS PRONOUNCED SOFTLY, SIMILAR TO THE ENGLISH “G” IN “Go.”

o UN: PRONOUNCED LIKE THE ENGLISH WORD “OON" BUT SHORTER.

* PROBLEMA: THE STRESS FALLS ON THE SECOND SYLLABLE “BLE,” PRONOUNCED AS “PRO-BLE-MA.”

CoMMON MIsTAKES TO AvolD

COMMON ERRORS INCLUDE USING THE INCORRECT VERB FORM, OMITTING THE ARTICLE “UN,” OR MISPRONOUNCING THE WORD
“PROBLEMA.” FOR EXAMPLE, SAYING “TENGO PROBLEMA” WITHOUT THE ARTICLE SOUNDS UNNATURAL. ANOTHER MISTAKE IS
OVERCOMPLICATING THE PHRASE WHEN SIMPLICITY IS PREFERRED.

PrACTICAL ExAMPLES AND DIALOGUE
