It seeks to recover from Paul's
critical responses, his generic ethos of church leadership, including the ideal qualities,
characteristics and task of leaders and the nature of appropriate interaction and engagement with
church members. In the light of current, theoretical discussions about power and gender, the study
focuses particularly on Paul's attitude towards hierarchy, egalitarianism, authority, responsibility
and privilege.
