THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM IS A STATE-ADMINISTERED INITIATIVE THAT OPERATES IN ALIGNMENT WITH FEDERAL
CHILD NUTRITION POLICIES ESTABLISHED BY THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE (USDA). THE PROGRAM’S
PRIMARY GOAL IS TO PROVIDE NUTRITIOUS MEALS TO CHILDREN IN EDUCATIONAL AND CARE SETTINGS, THEREBY ENHANCING THEIR
HEALTH AND EDUCATIONAL OUTCOMES. INDIANA’S DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION, DivISION OF SCHooL AND COMMUNITY
NUTRITION, OVERSEES THE IMPLEMENTATION AND MONITORING OF THESE PROGRAMS TO ENSURE COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL AND
STATE STANDARDS. THE PROGRAM SERVES A DIVERSE POPULATION OF CHILDREN FROM URBAN, SUBURBAN, AND RURAL
COMMUNITIES, ADDRESSING VARYING NUTRITIONAL NEEDS AND SOCIOECONOMIC BACKGROUNDS. THROUGH COLLABORATIONS
WITH SCHOOLS, CHILDCARE PROVIDERS, AND COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS, THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM CREATES AN
EXTENSIVE NETWORK OF MEAL SERVICE SITES ACROSS THE STATE.

Key PRoOGRAMS UNDER THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION INITIATIVE

THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM ENCOMPASSES SEVERAL FEDERALLY FUNDED MEAL SERVICE PROGRAMS TAILORED TO
DIFFERENT AGE GROUPS AND SETTINGS. THESE PROGRAMS INCLUDE THE NATIONAL ScHooL LUNCH ProGrAM (NSLP), ScHooL
BreAKFAST ProGRAM (SBP), CHILD AND AbuLT CARE Foob ProGraM (CACFP), AND AFTERSCHOOL SNACK PROGRAM.
EACH PROGRAM IS DESIGNED TO PROVIDE BALANCED MEALS AND SNACKS MEETING SPECIFIC NUTRITIONAL CRITERIA THAT PROMOTE
HEALTHY GROWTH IN CHILDREN.



NATIONAL ScHooL LuncH PrograM (NSLP)

THe NSLP IS ONE OF THE LARGEST COMPONENTS OF INDIANA’S CHILD NUTRITION INITIATIVE, PROVIDING FREE OR REDUCED-PRICE
LUNCHES TO ELIGIBLE STUDENTS IN PUBLIC AND NONPROFIT PRIVATE SCHOOLS. MEALS SERVED UNDER NSLP mMusT MeeT USDA
NUTRITION STANDARDS THAT LIMIT CALORIES, FATS, AND SODIUM WHILE EMPHASIZING FRUITS, VEGETABLES, WHOLE GRAINS,
AND LEAN PROTEINS.

ScHooL BreakrasT ProGrAM (SBP)

THE SBP OFFERS CHILDREN ACCESS TO NUTRITIOUS BREAKFAST OPTIONS, WHICH ARE CRUCIAL FOR COGNITIVE FUNCTION AND
ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE. SCHOOLS PARTICIPATING IN THE PROGRAM MUST SERVE MEALS THAT COMPLY WITH FEDERAL
GUIDELINES, ENSURING CHILDREN START THEIR DAY WITH ESSENTIAL NUTRIENTS.

CHILD AND AbuLT CAre Foob ProGraM (CACFP)

CACFP sUPPORTS CHILDCARE CENTERS, FAMILY DAY CARE HOMES, AND ADULT CARE FACILITIES IN PROVIDING HEALTHY MEALS
AND SNACKS. THIS PROGRAM EXTENDS NUTRITIONAL ASSISTANCE BEYOND TRADITIONAL SCHOOL SETTINGS, SERVING INFANTS,
TODDLERS, AND PRESCHOOL-AGED CHILDREN TO PROMOTE EARLY HEALTHY EATING HABITS.

AFTERSCHOOL SNACKk PROGRAM

THIS PROGRAM PROVIDES NUTRITIOUS SNACKS TO CHILDREN PARTICIPATING IN AFTERSCHOOL ACTIVITIES, HELPING TO BRIDGE
NUTRITIONAL GAPS DURING EXTENDED CARE HOURS AND SUPPORT OVERALL DAILY DIETARY REQUIREMENTS.

ELiGIBILITY AND ENROLLMENT CRITERIA

ELIGIBILITY FOR THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM IS PRIMARILY BASED ON HOUSEHOLD INCOME IN RELATION TO FEDERAL
POVERTY GUIDELINES, AS WELL AS FACTORS SUCH AS PARTICIPATION IN OTHER ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS AND RESIDENTIAL
STATUS. SCHOOLS AND CHILDCARE PROVIDERS DETERMINE STUDENT ELIGIBILITY THROUGH AN APPLICATION PROCESS THAT
COLLECTS NECESSARY INCOME AND DEMOGRAPHIC INFORMATION. CHILDREN FROM HOUSEHOLDS AT OR BELOW 1309% OF THE
FEDERAL POVERTY LEVEL TYPICALLY QUALIFY FOR FREE MEALS, WHILE THOSE BETWEEN 130% AND 1859% QUALIFY FOR
REDUCED-PRICE MEALS. ADDITIONALLY, ALL CHILDREN IN CERTAIN SETTINGS, SUCH AS SCHOOLS PARTICIPATING IN THE
CoMMUNITY ELIGIBILITY Provision (CEP), MAY RECEIVE FREE MEALS REGARDLESS OF INCOME DOCUMENTATION.

APPLICATION PROCESS

PARENTS OR GUARDIANS MUST COMPLETE AND SUBMIT MEAL BENEFIT APPLICATIONS TO THEIR CHILD’S SCHOOL OR CHILDCARE
PROVIDER. THE PROGRAM ADMINISTRATORS VERIFY THE INFORMATION TO DETERMINE ELIGIBILITY AND ENSURE PROPER MEAL
REIMBURSEMENT RATES. SCHOOLS ALSO HAVE PROVISIONS FOR DIRECT CERTIFICATION, WHERE CHILDREN ENROLLED IN PROGRAMS
SUCH AS SNAP or TANF ARE AUTOMATICALLY ELIGIBLE FOR FREE MEALS.

CoMMUNITY ELiGBILITY PrOVISION (CEP)

CEP ALLOWS HIGH-POVERTY SCHOOLS TO OFFER FREE BREAKFAST AND LUNCH TO ALL STUDENTS WITHOUT COLLECTING
INDIVIDUAL APPLICATIONS, SIMPLIFYING ACCESS AND REDUCING STIGMA. MANY INDIANA SCHOOLS UTILIZE THIS OPTION TO
MAXIMIZE PARTICIPATION IN THE CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM.



NUTRITION STANDARDS AND GUIDELINES

THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM ADHERES TO FEDERALLY MANDATED NUTRITION STANDARDS DESIGNED TO PROMOTE
HEALTHFUL EATING HABITS AMONG CHILDREN. THESE STANDARDS EMPHASIZE PORTION CONTROL, NUTRIENT DENSITY, AND
VARIETY TO MEET THE DIETARY NEEDS OF GROWING CHILDREN WHILE ADDRESSING PUBLIC HEALTH CONCERNS SUCH AS OBESITY
AND CHRONIC DISEASE.

MeAL PATTERN REQUIREMENTS

MEALS SERVED MUST INCLUDE SERVINGS FROM KEY FOOD GROUPS INCLUDING FRUITS, VEGETABLES, WHOLE GRAINS, LEAN
PROTEINS, AND LOW-FAT DAIRY PRODUCTS. THE PROGRAM RESTRICTS THE LEVELS OF SATURATED FATS, TRANS FATS, SODIUM,
AND ADDED SUGARS IN MEALS AND SNACKS, ENSURING BALANCED NUTRITION.

MeNU PLANNING AND FooD SAFETY

SCHOOLS AND CHILDCARE PROVIDERS ARE REQUIRED TO FOLLOW STANDARDIZED MENU PLANNING PROTOCOLS AND FOOD SAFETY
REGULATIONS. THIS INCLUDES MAINTAINING PROPER FOOD STORAGE, PREPARATION, AND SERVING PRACTICES TO SAFEGUARD
CHILD HEALTH.

FUNDING AND ADMINISTRATION

THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM IS PRIMARILY FUNDED THROUGH FEDERAL REIMBURSEMENTS PROVIDED BY THE USDA,
SUPPLEMENTED BY STATE AND LOCAL RESOURCES. THE INDIANA DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION MANAGES THE DISTRIBUTION OF
FUNDS, OVERSIGHT, TRAINING, AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE TO PARTICIPATING INSTITUTIONS. FUNDING LEVELS ARE DETERMINED
BASED ON THE NUMBER OF REIMBURSABLE MEALS SERVED AND COMPLIANCE WITH PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS.

REIMBURSEMENT RATES

REIMBURSEMENT RATES VARY DEPENDING ON THE TYPE OF MEAL SERVED AND THE ELIGIBILITY STATUS OF THE STUDENTS. FREE
MEALS RECEIVE HIGHER REIMBURSEMENT RATES THAN REDUCED-PRICE OR PAID MEALS, INCENTIVIZING SCHOOLS TO MAXIMIZE
ACCESS FOR LOW-INCOME CHILDREN.

PrROGRAM MONITORING AND COMPLIANCE

REGULAR AUDITS AND REVIEWS ARE CONDUCTED TO ENSURE ADHERENCE TO FEDERAL REGULATIONS, NUTRITION STANDARDS, AND
FISCAL ACCOUNTARBILITY. INDIANA’S CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM ADMINISTRATORS PROVIDE ONGOING TRAINING AND SUPPORT TO
MAINTAIN PROGRAM INTEGRITY AND EFFECTIVENESS.

BeNEFITS AND IMPACT ON CHILD HEALTH

THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM SIGNIFICANTLY CONTRIBUTES TO IMPROVING THE HEALTH AND WELL-BEING OF CHILDREN
ACROSS THE STATE. ACCESS TO NUTRITIOUS MEALS SUPPORTS PHYSICAL GROWTH, COGNITIVE DEVELOPMENT, AND ACADEMIC
ACHIEVEMENT WHILE REDUCING FOOD INSECURITY AMONG VULNERABLE POPULATIONS.

HeaLTH OuTCOMES

PARTICIPATION IN THE CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM HAS BEEN LINKED TO IMPROVED DIETARY QUALITY, HEALTHIER BODY WEIGHT,



AND DECREASED RISK OF CHRONIC DISEASES SUCH AS DIABETES AND HYPERTENSION. THE PROGRAM ALSO PROMOTES LIFELONG
HEALTHY EATING HABITS.

ACADEMIC AND SoCIAL BENEFITS

CHILDREN WHO RECEIVE CONSISTENT, NUTRITIOUS MEALS DEMONSTRATE BETTER CONCENTRATION, ATTENDANCE, AND
PERFORMANCE IN SCHOOL. THE PROGRAM ALSO FOSTERS SOCIAL EQUITY BY PROVIDING MEALS WITHOUT STIGMA OR BARRIERS.

CHALLENGES AND FUTURE DIRECTIONS

DESPITE ITS SUCCESSES, THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM FACES CHALLENGES INCLUDING FUNDING CONSTRAINTS,
LOGISTICAL COMPLEXITIES, AND EVOLVING NUTRITIONAL NEEDS. ONGOING EFFORTS FOCUS ON EXPANDING ACCESS, ENHANCING
MENU QUALITY, AND INTEGRATING NUTRITION EDUCATION TO FURTHER SUPPORT CHILD HEALTH.

BALANCED MEALS WITH APPROPRIATE SERVINGS OF FRUITS, VEGETABLES, GRAINS, PROTEINS, AND DAIRY.

THE PROGRAM IS FUNDED THROUGH A COMBINATION OF FEDERAL FUNDS FROM THE USDA, STATE ALLOCATIONS, AND LOCAL
CONTRIBUTIONS TO SUPPORT MEAL REIMBURSEMENT AND NUTRITION EDUCATION.

ARE THERE ANY NUTRITION EDUCATION COMPONENTS IN THE INDIANA CHILD NUTRITION
