Chapters cover ethnographic
approaches to video analysis, introspective protocols such as stimulated recall, and longitudinal
qualitative studies using discourse-based analytic approaches. Specifically, this book will further
contribute to the current educational research both theoretically and empirically in the following key
areas: students’ learning processes in PBL over time and across contexts; the nature of quality
interactions in PBL tutorials; the (inter)cultural aspects of learning in PBL; facilitation processes and
group dynamics in synchronous and asynchronous face-to-face and blended PBL; and the developing
nature of PBL learner identity.
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
