NO, SHORT WORD FORM USES WORDS AND NUMBERS COMBINED FOR EASIER READING, WHILE STANDARD FORM USUALLY REFERS TO
WRITING NUMBERS IN DIGITS WITHOUT WORDS.

How DO YOU CONVERT A NUMBER FROM SHORT WORD FORM TO DIGITS?

TO CONVERT FROM SHORT WORD FORM TO DIGITS, IDENTIFY THE NUMBER WORDS AND THEIR VALUES, THEN COMBINE THEM INTO
A NUMERICAL FIGURE. FOR EXAMPLE, '3 THousAND 200’ secomes 3,200.

ARE SHORT WORD FORMS USED IN ALL COUNTRIES?

SHORT WORD FORMS ARE COMMONLY USED IN ENGLISH-SPEAKING COUNTRIES, BUT THE EXACT USAGE AND FORMAT MIGHT VARY
DEPENDING ON LANGUAGE AND REGIONAL CONVENTIONS.

\WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN SHORT WORD FORM AND EXPANDED FORM?

SHORT WORD FORM EXPRESSES NUMBERS USING A COMBINATION OF NUMERALS AND WORDS FOR PLACE VALUES, WHILE
EXPANDED FORM BREAKS DOWN THE NUMBER FULLY INTO THE SUM OF EACH DIGIT MULTIPLIED BY ITS PLACE VALUE.

In some cases, there are what maths educators call ‘elegant
solutions’ but in in others, a parent may come up with a different pathway to the correct answer.
John has been involved in using mathematics and in mathematics education all his life and feels
bringing in the parents is a possible strategy to increasing the capacity of a child’s mathematical
toolkit.
