Answers to Geometry and Measurement

A hexagon has 6 sides.

Sum of interior angles of a triangle is 180 degrees.

A square is a type of rectangle because it has 4 right angles and
opposite sides are equal.

Perimeter of rectangle: 2 × (8 cm + 5 cm) = 26 cm

Volume of box: 4 cm × 3 cm × 2 cm = 24 cubic centimeters
