Question: If a pie chart shows that 25% of a company's employees work in marketing, and the
company has 200 employees, how many employees work in marketing?

Answer: 50 employees

Explanation: 25% of 200 = (25/100) × 200 = 50 employees.

Example 5: Pattern Recognition

Question: Identify the next shape in the sequence: ▲, ▼, ▲, ▼, ?

Answer: ▲

Explanation: The shapes alternate between a triangle pointing up and down, so the next shape is ▲.
