NUMBER SENSE AND COUNTING

COUNT UP TO 1 OO/ IDENTIFY ODD AND EVEN NUMBERS, AND UNDERSTAND THE CONCEPT OF MORE AND LESS. THESE SKILLS ARE
REINFORCED THROUGH ENGAGING ACTIVITIES SUCH AS COUNTING OBJECTS, NUMBER GAMES, AND VISUAL AIDS THAT HELP
CHILDREN INTERNALIZE NUMERICAL RELATIONSHIPS.

ADDITION AND SUBTRACTION BASICS

ANOTHER FOCUS IN GRADE 1 MATH IS MASTERING ADDITION AND SUBTRACTION WITHIN 20. STUDENTS LEARN TO SOLVE SIMPLE
PROBLEMS USING VARIOUS STRATEGIES, INCLUDING COUNTING ON, USING NUMBER LINES, AND DECOMPOSING NUMBERS. THIS EARLY
EXPOSURE TO OPERATIONS BUILDS A FOUNDATION FOR MORE COMPLEX ARITHMETIC. ENCOURAGING STUDENTS TO EXPLAIN THEIR
