of primary school, my teacher gave the whole class a multiplication test every Friday morning. The
test consisted of 100 questions on the 1 - 12 times tables and we had 5 minutes to complete the test.
5 minutes may not sound like a lot if you are unfamiliar with the tables, but we completed the test
easily within the time limit, and a large number of the 10 and 11 year olds in the class got 100 out of
100.The times tables were a vital part of our studies, and knowing them inside out kept us in good

They can look at
the tables as they start the process, but after a few repetitions, remove the printed copy of the tables
and they'll find they can repeat the tables easily from memory.Once a table has been learned, give
your child a test for that table.
