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Jump Strategy

Justify

Definition of Justify in Mathematics

Joint Variation



What is Joint Variation?
Joint variation describes a mathematical relationship where one quantity
varies directly as the product of two or more other quantities. It is often
expressed as z = kxy, where z varies jointly with x and y, and k is a
constant. This concept is introduced in 6th grade as part of understanding
functions and proportional relationships.

Examples of Joint Variation

involving multiple changing factors. For example, if the volume of a box
varies jointly with its length and width, knowing two dimensions allows
calculation of the volume if the constant is known.

Jordan Curve

Definition of a Jordan Curve
