These words go together and are usually
found close to one another in the arrays. The tools they are referring to are the tools of mathematics
involved. The randomization analysis is two one-hundred thousandths. In other words, it could only
be two in one-hundred thousand chances that this occurred by the accidental random sequences of
letters in this text. Most scientific experiments only require one in a hundred, 1/100 or .01, as being
within validity. It was the occasion of the Bible Codes that it occurred to me that if there was an
underlying code, then it would be ludicrous for the surface text to be invalid. Scribes had been
specially trained to write the surface text verbatim, without one jot or tittle changed. If there was
one mistake they were made to rewrite the whole page again.
