The respected expert contributors put salient and lesser known cases into comparative perspective,
covering Biafra, Katanga, Eritrea and South Sudan alongside Barotseland, Cabinda, and the
Comoros, among others. Suggesting that African secessionism can be understood through the
categories of aspiration, grievance, performance, and disenchantment, the book's analytical
framework promises to be a building block for future studies of the topic.
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
