In academic circles, celebrity may be viewed as a ‘manufactured product’; one
fabricated by media exposure so that celebrity activists are no more than ‘bards of the powerful.’
Mark Wheeler, however, provides a more nuanced critique contending that both celebrity politicians
and politicized stars should be defined by their ‘affective capacity’ to operate within the public
sphere. This timely book will be a valuable resource for students of media and communication
studies and political science as well as general readers keen to understand the nature and reach of
contemporary celebrity culture.
