THESE EXAMS ARE DESIGNED TO EVALUATE THE KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS NECESSARY FOR EFFECTIVE TEACHING. SINCE THE PRAXIS
TESTS COVER A WIDE RANGE OF SUBJECTS AND GRADE LEVELS, THE PASSING SCORE IS NOT UNIFORM ACROSS ALL EXAMS.
|NSTEAD, IT IS SET BY INDIVIDUAL STATES OR LICENSING AGENCIES TO ENSURE THAT EDUCATORS MEET THEIR SPECIFIC
STANDARDS.

DerFINITION AND PURPOSE

THE PRAXIS EXAM PASSING SCORE SERVES AS A BENCHMARK TO CONFIRM THAT PROSPECTIVE TEACHERS POSSESS THE
FOUNDATIONAL KNOWLEDGE AND COMPETENCIES REQUIRED IN THEIR SUBJECT AREAS. ACHIEVING THIS SCORE IS OFTEN

SCORE REPORTING AND INTERPRETATION

PRAXIS SCORES ARE REPORTED ON A SCALE THAT VARIES DEPENDING ON THE TEST, TYPICALLY RANGING FRoM 100 To 200.
THE PASSING SCORE INDICATES THE THRESHOLD THAT DIFFERENTIATES BETWEEN PASSING AND FAILING PERFORMANCE.
CANDIDATES RECEIVE A SCORE REPORT DETAILING THEIR PERFORMANCE, WHICH HELPS THEM UNDERSTAND THEIR STRENGTHS AND
AREAS FOR IMPROVEMENT. UNDERSTANDING THE PASSING SCORE IS CRUCIAL FOR SETTING REALISTIC STUDY GOALS AND
PREPARING EFFECTIVELY.

FACTORS INFLUENCING THE PASSING SCORE

THE PASSING SCORE FOR PRAXIS EXAMS IS INFLUENCED BY MULTIPLE FACTORS, INCLUDING STATE REQUIREMENTS, TEST
CONTENT, AND PSYCHOMETRIC ANALYSES. THESE ELEMENTS ENSURE THAT THE PASSING STANDARD REFLECTS THE KNOWLEDGE



AND SKILLS DEEMED NECESSARY FOR COMPETENT TEACHING.

STATE LICENSING REQUIREMENTS

EACH STATE’S DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION ESTABLISHES ITS OWN PASSING SCORE REQUIREMENTS BASED ON LOCAL STANDARDS
AND EXPECTATIONS. THIS MEANS THAT THE SAME PRAXIS EXAM MAY HAVE DIFFERENT PASSING SCORES DEPENDING ON THE STATE
WHERE THE CANDIDATE SEEKS CERTIFICATION. SOME STATES REQUIRE HIGHER SCORES FOR CERTAIN SUBJECTS OR GRADE LEVELS,
REFLECTING THE UNIQUE DEMANDS OF THEIR EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENTS.

TesT DIFFicULTY AND CONTENT

THE CONTENT AND DIFFICULTY LEVEL OF EACH PRAXIS TEST ALSO AFFECT THE PASSING SCORE. MORE COMPLEX SUBJECT
ASSESSMENTS MAY HAVE DIFFERENT SCORING SCALES OR HIGHER PASSING THRESHOLDS. THE EDUCATIONAL TESTING SERVICE
(ETS), WHICH ADMINISTERS THE PRAXIS EXAMS, CONDUCTS REGULAR REVIEWS AND ADJUSTMENTS TO MAINTAIN FAIRNESS AND
ACCURACY IN SCORING.

PsyYCHOMETRIC EVALUATION

PSYCHOMETRICIANS ANALYZE TEST DATA TO SET PASSING SCORES THAT ACCURATELY SEPARATE MINIMALLY QUALIFIED
CANDIDATES FROM THOSE WHO DO NOT MEET THE STANDARDS. THIS STATISTICAL PROCESS ENSURES THAT THE PASSING SCORE
IS CONSISTENT AND VALID ACROSS DIFFERENT TEST ADMINISTRATIONS AND POPULATIONS.

PASSING SCORES BY STATE AND SUBJECT

PASSING SCORES VARY SIGNIFICANTLY ACROSS STATES AND SUBJECTS, MAKING IT IMPERATIVE FOR CANDIDATES TO VERIFY
REQUIREMENTS SPECIFIC TO THEIR CERTIFICATION GOALS. BELOW ARE EXAMPLES ILLUSTRATING THESE VARIATIONS.

V ARIATIONS ACROSS STATES

For ExAMPLE, THE PrAXIS CORE ACADEMIC SKILLS FOR EDUCATORS PASSING SCORE MAY BE SET AT 150 IN ONE STATE WHILE
REQUIRING 162 IN ANOTHER. STATES LIKE NEW YORK, TEXAS, AND CALIFORNIA EACH HAVE UNIQUE PASSING SCORE
REQUIREMENTS THAT REFLECT THEIR EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS. CANDIDATES SHOULD ALWAYS CONSULT THE OFFICIAL STATE
EDUCATION WEBSITE OR LICENSING BOARD FOR THE MOST CURRENT INFORMATION.

SUBJECT-SPECIFIC PASSING SCORES

DIFFERENT PRAXIS SUBJECT ASSESSMENTS HAVE DISTINCT PASSING SCORES DEPENDING ON THE CONTENT AREA. FOR INSTANCE,
THE PASSING SCORE FOR THE PRAXIS MATHEMATICS CONTENT KNOWLEDGE TEST MAY DIFFER FROM THAT OF THE PRAXIS
ELEMENTARY EDUCATION: MULTIPLE SUBJECTS TEST. SUBJECTS WITH HIGHER COMPLEXITY OR SPECIALIZED KNOWLEDGE OFTEN
REQUIRE HIGHER PASSING SCORES TO ENSURE TEACHER READINESS.

o PraXIS CoRE READING: PASSING SCORES TYPICALLY RANGE FROM 156 To 162 DEPENDING ON THE STATE.

o PrAXIS ELEMENTARY EDUCATION: MULTIPLE SUBJECTS: PASSING SCORES OFTEN FALL BETWEEN 150 anD 160.



o PRAXIS SECONDARY EDUCATION: SPECIFIC SUBJECT AREAS LIKE BIOLOGY OR HISTORY MAY REQUIRE PASSING SCORES
AROUND 150 TO 165.

MosST STATES AND ETS ALLOW CANDIDATES TO RETAKE PRAXIS EXAMS IF THEY DO NOT ACHIEVE THE PASSING SCORE
INITIALLY. HO\X/EVER, THERE MAY BE MANDATORY WAITING PERIODS BETWEEN ATTEMPTS, TYPICALLY RANGING FROM 21 DAYS
TO SEVERAL WEEKS. CANDIDATES SHOULD VERIFY THESE CONDITIONS TO PLAN THEIR RETAKE SCHEDULE EFFECTIVELY.



IMPROVING PERFORMANCE ON RETAKES

ANALYZING PREVIOUS SCORE REPORTS TO IDENTIFY WEAK AREAS SUPPORTS TARGETED STUDY EFFORTS FOR FUTURE ATTEMPTS.
ADJUSTING PREPARATION STRATEGIES, SEEKING ADDITIONAL RESOURCES, AND POSSIBLY ENGAGING A TUTOR CAN ENHANCE
PERFORMANCE ON RETAKE EXAMS.

LiMITATIONS ON NUMBER OF ATTEMPTS

SOME STATES MAY LIMIT THE NUMBER OF TIMES A CANDIDATE CAN TAKE THE PRAXIS EXAM WITHIN A CERTAIN TIMEFRAME.
AW ARENESS OF THESE RESTRICTIONS HELPS CANDIDATES AVOID UNNECESSARY DELAYS IN THEIR CERTIFICATION PROCESS.

ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION OPTIONS

IN CASES WHERE REPEATEDLY PASSING THE PRAXIS EXAM IS CHALLENGING, SOME STATES OFFER ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION
PATHWAYS. THESE OPTIONS MAY INCLUDE ADDITIONAL COURSEWORK, TEACHING EXPERIENCE, OR OTHER ASSESSMENTS.
CANDIDATES SHOULD RESEARCH THESE POSSIBILITIES IF NEEDED.
