Believers will learn about the foundation of prayer, what God says about prayer, how to follow Holy
Spirit in prayer, and the different kinds of prayer according to God’s direction in the Bible. Included
are “Act on It” suggestions that encourage believers to begin incorporating what they have learned
into their prayer lives. Praying God’s Way offers a welcoming space that relies on scripture to lead
believers in transforming their prayer lives into the blessing God intended.
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
