His spiritual maturity was expressed by making sacrifices: his
friendship with a young lady offered up, bidding farewell to his best friend leaving for the Air Force,
watching his sister depart once married, and his career in mining engineering abandoned. Pier
Giorgio stood alone. He remained at home for the good of his parents to ensure peace and unity. He
died at twenty-four years old.
