Children between
the ages of 3 and 5 begin to develop representations of their own and others' mental states as well
as learn to represent and construct narratives.

The author
believes that if we can demonstrate that children's improvisational abilities develop during these
years--and that their fantasy improvisations become more complex and creative--it might suggest
that these social skills are linked to the child's developing ability to improvise with other creative
performers.
