TECHNICIAN’S COMPETENCE AND COMMITMENT TO THE PROFESSION. THE MOST RECOGNIZED CERTIFICATION IN THE FIELD IS THE
CerTIFIED SURGICAL TECHNOLOGIST (CST) CREDENTIAL OFFERED BY THE NATIONAL BOARD OF SURGICAL TECHNOLOGY AND
SuraicaL AssisTING (NBSTSA).

ToearN THE CST CERTIFICATION, GRADUATES OF SURGICAL TECHNICIAN PROGRAMS IN MICHIGAN MUST:

1. GRADUATE FROM A CAAHEP-ACCREDITED SURGICAL TECHNOLOGY PROGRAM.
2. APPLY FOR AND PASS THE CST EXAMINATION ADMINISTERED BY NBSTSA.

3. MAINTAIN CERTIFICATION THROUGH CONTINUING EDUCATION AND RENEWAL REQUIREMENTS.
