DerFINITION AND TERMINOLOGY OF SwiIss CHARD IN FRENCH

SWISS CHARD, KNOWN SCIENTIFICALLY AS BETA VULGARIS SUBSP. VULGARIS CICLA GROUP, IS A LEAFY VEGETABLE BELONGING
TO THE BEET FAMILY. IN FRENCH LANGUAGE, SWISS CHARD IS COMMONLY REFERRED TO AS “BETTE” OR “BLETTE.” THESE TERMS
ARE OFTEN USED INTERCHANGEABLY DEPENDING ON THE REGION AND CONTEXT. THE LEAVES ARE BROAD, DARK GREEN, AND
GLOSSY, WHILE THE STALKS CAN VARY IN COLOR FROM WHITE TO RED AND YELLOW , WHICH ALSO INFLUENCES THE NAMING
CONVENTIONS.

ReGcioNAL NAMES AND V ARIATIONS

IN DIFFERENT FRENCH-SPEAKING REGIONS, SWISS CHARD MAY BE CALLED BY VARIOUS NAMES SUCH AS “BETTE [{] CARDE,”

“poIRP] E,” OR SIMPLY “BLETTE.” THE TERM “POIRP] E” IS PARTICULARLY COMMON IN SOUTHERN FRANCE, WHERE THE VEGETABLE
IS A STAPLE IN MANY TRADITIONAL DISHES. UNDERSTANDING THESE REGIONAL TERMINOLOGIES IS ESSENTIAL FOR CULINARY
PROFESSIONALS AND GARDENERS DEALING WITH SWISS CHARD IN FRENCH CONTEXTS.

BoTANICAL CHARACTERISTICS

THE PLANT IS BIENNIAL BUT TYPICALLY CULTIVATED AS AN ANNUAL FOR ITS EDIBLE LEAVES AND STALKS. SWISS CHARD IN
FRENCH LANGUAGE IS DISTINGUISHED BY ITS LARGE, TENDER LEAVES AND THICK PETIOLES, WHICH ARE OFTEN CONSUMED
SEPARATELY OR TOGETHER. |TS ROBUST GROWTH AND ADAPTABILITY MAKE IT POPULAR IN HOME GARDENS AND COMMERCIAL
FARMING.

SWISS CHARD IS RELATIVELY EASY TO GROW AND THRIVES IN TEMPERATE CLIMATES COMMON IN MANY FRENCH-SPEAKING
REGIONS. |T PREFERS WELL-DRAINED SOIL RICH IN ORGANIC MATTER AND CAN TOLERATE PARTIAL SHADE, ALTHOUGH FULL SUN



EXPOSURE YIELDS THE BEST QUALITY LEAVES. THE CULTIVATION OF SWISS CHARD IN FRENCH LANGUAGE CONTEXTS OFTEN
INVOLVES BOTH TRADITIONAL AGRICULTURAL PRACTICES AND MODERN HORTICULTURAL TECHNIQUES.

PLANTING AND HARVESTING TECHNIQUES

SWISS CHARD SEEDS ARE SOWN DIRECTLY IN THE SOIL DURING EARLY SPRING OR LATE SUMMER. THE PLANTS REQUIRE REGULAR
WATERING AND OCCASIONAL FERTILIZATION TO MAINTAIN LEAF QUALITY. HARVESTING CAN BEGIN WHEN LEAVES REACH
SUFFICIENT SIZE, TYPICALLY 6 TO 8 WEEKS AFTER SOWING. LEAVES ARE USUALLY PICKED FROM THE OUTSIDE, ALLOWING THE
INNER LEAVES TO CONTINUE GROWING, WHICH IS A COMMON PRACTICE IN FRENCH GARDENING TRADITIONS.

PRePARATION AND COOKING METHODS

SWISS CHARD CAN BE CONSUMED RAW IN SALADS, THOUGH IT IS MORE COMMONLY COOKED. THE STALKS OFTEN REQUIRE LONGER
COOKING TIMES THAN THE LEAVES TO ACHIEVE TENDERNESS. FRENCH CULINARY PRACTICES EMPHASIZE BLANCHING THE STALKS
SEPARATELY BEFORE COMBINING THEM WITH THE LEAVES IN RECIPES. THE VEGETABLE PAIRS WELL WITH GARLIC, OLIVE OIL,
CREAM, AND NUTS, ENHANCING ITS NATURAL FLAVORS.

HeALTH BeneriTs ASSOCIATED WITH Swiss CHARD CONSUMPTION

CONSUMING SWISS CHARD REGULARLY OFFERS VARIOUS HEALTH BENEFITS RECOGNIZED IN FRENCH MEDICAL AND NUTRITIONAL
RESEARCH. | TS NUTRIENT DENSITY SUPPORTS MULTIPLE PHYSIOLOGICAL FUNCTIONS AND CONTRIBUTES TO DISEASE PREVENTION.

CARDIOVASCULAR HEALTH

SWISS CHARD IS RICH IN POTASSIUM AND MAGNESIUM, MINERALS THAT HELP REGULATE BLOOD PRESSURE. [TS HIGH FIBER
CONTENT ALSO SUPPORTS CHOLESTEROL MANAGEMENT, REDUCING THE RISK OF HEART DISEASE. THE PRESENCE OF ANTIOXIDANTS

National Book Award-longlisted author of Finding Florida, a sparkling, sweeping chronicle of the
author’s life and discoveries in an ancient town in “Deep France,” from nearby prehistoric caves to
medieval dynastic struggles to the colorful characters populating the area today When T. D. Allman
purchased an 800-year-old house in the mountain village of Lauzerte in southwestern France, he
aimed to find refuge from the world's tumults. Instead, he found that humanity’s most telling
melodramas, from the paleolithic to the post-modern, were graven in its stones and visible from its
windows. Indeed, the history of France can be viewed from the perspective of Lauzerte and its
surrounding area—just as Allman, from one window, can see Lauzerte unfold before him in the Place
des Cornieres, where he watches performances of the opera Tosca and each Saturday buys produce
from “Fred, the Foie Gras Guy;” while from the other side facing the Pyrenees he surveys the fated
landscape that generated many events giving birth to the modern world. The dynastic struggles of
Eleanor of Aquitaine, he finds, led to Lauzerte’s remarkably progressive charter issued in 1241,
which even then enshrined human rights in its 51 articles. From Eleanor’s marriage to English king
Henry Il in 1154 dates the never-ending melodrama pitting English arrogance against French
resistance; in 2016 Brexit demonstrated that this perpetual contretemps is another of the vaster
conditions life in Lauzerte illuminates. Allman chronicles the many conflicts that have swirled in the
region, from the Catholic Church’s genocidal campaign to wipe out “heresy” there; to France’s own
16th-century Wars of Religion, which saw hundreds massacred in the town square, some inside his
house; to World War I, during which Lauzerte was part of Nazi-occupied Vichy. In prose as
crystalline as his view to the Pyrenees on a clear day, Allman animates Lauzerte and its surrounding
communities—Cahors, Moissac, Montauban—all ever in thrall to the magnetic impulse of Paris.
Witness to so many dramas over the centuries, his house comes alive as a historical protagonist in
its own right, from its wine-cellar cave to the roof where he wages futile battle with pigeons, to the
life lessons it conveys. “The onward march of history, my House keeps demonstrating, never takes a
rest,” he observes, pulling us vividly into his world.
