WHAT Is A TEACHER MISSION STATEMENT?

A TEACHER MISSION STATEMENT IS A CONCISE DECLARATION OF AN EDUCATOR’S PROFESSIONAL PURPOSE, VALUES, AND GOALS.
|T REFLECTS THE TEACHER’S COMMITMENT TO EDUCATING STUDENTS, FOSTERING A POSITIVE LEARNING ENVIRONMENT, AND
CONTRIBUTING TO THE BROADER EDUCATIONAL COMMUNITY. TYPICALLY, A MISSION STATEMENT ENCAPSULATES THE
EDUCATOR’S PHILOSOPHY ON TEACHING AND LEARNING, HIGHLIGHTING WHAT MOTIVATES AND GUIDES THEIR INSTRUCTIONAL
PRACTICES. IT ACTS AS BOTH A PERSONAL REMINDER AND A PUBLIC EXPRESSION OF THE TEACHER’S DEDICATION AND APPROACH
TO EDUCATION. IN MANY CASES, MISSION STATEMENTS ARE USED IN PORTFOLIOS, RESUMES, OR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
PLANS TO COMMUNICATE A TEACHER’S UNIQUE IDENTITY AND ASPIRATIONS.

Key ELEMENTS OF EFFECTIVE TEACHER MISSION STATEMENTS

EFFECTIVE TEACHER MISSION STATEMENTS SHARE SEVERAL FUNDAMENTAL COMPONENTS THAT ENSURE CLARITY, FOCUS, AND

COMPELLINGLY.

CLARITY AND CONCISENESS

A STRONG MISSION STATEMENT IS CLEAR AND CONCISE, AVOIDING JARGON OR OVERLY COMPLEX LANGUAGE. IT SHOULD CONVEY
THE TEACHER’S CORE BELIEFS AND GOALS IN A STRAIGHTFORWARD MANNER THAT IS EASY TO UNDERSTAND.



STUDENT-CENTERED FOcCus

MOST EFFECTIVE MISSION STATEMENTS EMPHASIZE A COMMITMENT TO STUDENT LEARNING, GROWTH, AND WELL~BEING. THis
FOCUS DEMONSTRATES THE TEACHER’S DEDICATION TO SUPPORTING DIVERSE LEARNERS AND FOSTERING AN INCLUSIVE
CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENT.

PROFESSIONAL V ALUES AND PHILOSOPHY

INCORPORATING CORE VALUES SUCH AS INTEGRITY, CREATIVITY, COLLABORATION, AND LIFELONG LEARNING HELPS ARTICULATE
