THE WAY A TEACHER OF THE YEAR AWARD PLAQUE IS PRESENTED AND DISPLAYED SIGNIFICANTLY AFFECTS ITS IMPACT AND THE
RECIPIENT’S PRIDE. PRESENTATION EVENTS AND PROPER PLACEMENT OF THE PLAQUE CONTRIBUTE TO VISIBILITY AND ONGOING
RECOGNITION.

AwWARD CEREMONIES AND EVENTS
