TEACHER PAY IN OREGON HAS BEEN A TOPIC OF SIGNIFICANT DISCUSSION IN RECENT YEARS DUE TO THE STATE'S EFFORTS TO

AVERAGE SALARY FIGURES

AS OF THE LATEST REPORTS, THE AVERAGE ANNUAL SALARY FOR A PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHER IN OREGON RANGES AROUND
$60,000 1o $65,000. THIS AVERAGE IS INFLUENCED BY THE TEACHER’S YEARS OF EXPERIENCE, ADVANCED DEGREES, AND THE
SPECIFIC SCHOOL DISTRICT. ENTRY-LEVEL TEACHERS TYPICALLY EARN LESS, WHILE THOSE WITH EXTENSIVE EXPERIENCE AND
HIGHER EDUCATION CREDENTIALS CAN EXPECT SALARIES TOWARD THE UPPER END OF THE SCALE.

SALARY SCHEDULE AND PAY SCALES

OREGON SCHOOL DISTRICTS USUALLY IMPLEMENT SALARY SCHEDULES THAT OUTLINE PAY INCREASES BASED ON YEARS OF
SERVICE AND EDUCATIONAL ATTAINMENT. THESE SCHEDULES PROVIDE TRANSPARENT AND STRUCTURED PATHWAYS FOR SALARY
ADVANCEMENT, REW ARDING PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT AND LONGEVITY IN THE PROFESSION.

FACTORS INFLUENCING TEACHER SALARIES

TEACHER PAY IN OREGON IS AFFECTED BY MULTIPLE INTERCONNECTED FACTORS THAT SHAPE THE COMPENSATION EDUCATORS



RECEIVE. THESE ELEMENTS INCLUDE EDUCATIONAL QUALIFICATIONS, YEARS OF EXPERIENCE, GEOGRAPHIC LOCATION, AND SPECIFIC
DISTRICT BUDGETS. [UNDERSTANDING THESE INFLUENCES PROVIDES INSIGHT INTO HOW SALARIES ARE DETERMINED AND WHY
DISCREPANCIES EXIST ACROSS THE STATE.

EbucATION AND CERTIFICATION LEVEL

TEACHERS WHO HOLD ADVANCED DEGREES SUCH AS A MASTER’S OR DOCTORAL DEGREE GENERALLY EARN HIGHER SALARIES.
CERTIFICATION ENDORSEMENTS AND SPECIALIZED TRAINING CAN ALSO IMPACT PAY, AS DISTRICTS OFTEN INCENTIVIZE EXPERTISE
IN HIGH-DEMAND SUBJECT AREAS.

EXPERIENCE AND SENIORITY

THE LENGTH OF A TEACHER’S CAREER SIGNIFICANTLY AFFECTS PAY, WITH INCREMENTAL RAISES A\WARDED FOR EACH ADDITIONAL
YEAR OF SERVICE. SENIOR TEACHERS TYPICALLY RECEIVE HIGHER COMPENSATION, REFLECTING THEIR ACCUMULATED SKILLS AND
INSTITUTIONAL KNOWLEDGE.

DisTrICT FUNDING AND BUDGET CONSTRAINTS

PUBLIC SCHOOL FUNDING IN OREGON VARIES BY DISTRICT, INFLUENCED BY LOCAL PROPERTY TAXES AND STATE ALLOCATIONS.
DISTRICTS WITH LARGER BUDGETS AND STRONGER TAX BASES CAN OFFER MORE COMPETITIVE SALARIES, WHILE THOSE WITH
LIMITED RESOURCES MAY STRUGGLE TO MATCH THESE FIGURES.

CosT oF LIVING ADJUSTMENTS

TEACHER PAY IN OREGON IS SOMETIMES ADJUSTED TO REFLECT THE COST OF LIVING IN DIFFERENT AREAS. URBAN DISTRICTS
WITH HIGHER LIVING EXPENSES MAY PROVIDE STIPENDS OR INCREASED BASE PAY TO HELP OFFSET THESE COSTS, WHEREAS RURAL
DISTRICTS OFTEN HAVE LOWER OVERALL SALARY SCALES.

CoMPARISON OF OREGON TEACHER PAY TO NATIONAL AVERAGES

EVALUATING TEACHER PAY IN OREGON ALONGSIDE NATIONAL AVERAGES OFFERS A BROADER PERSPECTIVE ON COMPETITIVENESS
AND CHALLENGES. WHILE OREGON'S SALARIES ARE GENERALLY IN THE MID-RANGE COMPARED TO OTHER STATES, THEY STILL LAG
BEHIND SOME REGIONS WITH HIGHER EDUCATION FUNDING PRIORITIES.

NATIONAL RANKING

OREGON RANKS APPROXIMATELY IN THE MIDDLE TIER NATIONALLY FOR AVERAGE TEACHER SALARIES. STATES SUCH AS
CALIFORNIA AND W/ ASHINGTON TYPICALLY OFFER HIGHER PAY, WHILE SOME MIDWESTERN AND SOUTHERN STATES HAVE LOWER
AVERAGE SALARIES. THIS RANKING REFLECTS BOTH ECONOMIC FACTORS AND POLICY DECISIONS UNIQUE TO EACH STATE.

SALARY VS. CosT oF LIVING

W/HEN ADJUSTED FOR COST OF LIVING, OREGON’S TEACHER PAY BECOMES MORE MODERATE. THE STATE’S HIGHER HOUSING
COSTS, ESPECIALLY IN METROPOLITAN AREAS LIKE PORTLAND, CAN DIMINISH THE REAL VALUE OF SALARIES COMPARED TO
STATES WITH LOWER EXPENSES.



ADDITIONAL BeNEFITS AND COMPENSATION

BEYOND BASE SALARIES, TEACHER PAY IN OREGON INCLUDES VARIOUS BENEFITS AND SUPPLEMENTAL COMPENSATION THAT
CONTRIBUTE TO OVERALL REMUNERATION. THESE BENEFITS PLAY A CRUCIAL ROLE IN ATTRACTING AND RETAINING QUALIFIED
EDUCATORS.

HeALTH INSURANCE AND RETIREMENT PLANS

MosT OREGON SCHOOL DISTRICTS PROVIDE COMPREHENSIVE HEALTH INSURANCE PACKAGES AND PARTICIPATE IN THE OREGON
PuBLIC EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT SysTeM (PERS). THESE BENEFITS OFFER FINANCIAL SECURITY AND SUPPORT FOR TEACHERS
DURING AND AFTER THEIR CAREERS.

BONUSES AND INCENTIVES

SOME DISTRICTS OFFER BONUSES FOR TEACHING IN HIGH-NEED SUBJECTS, WORKING IN UNDERSERVED AREAS, OR ACHIEVING
CERTAIN PERFORMANCE METRICS. W/HILE NOT UNIFORM ACROSS THE STATE, SUCH INCENTIVES CAN ENHANCE TOTAL EARNINGS.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITIES

FUNDING FOR FURTHER EDUCATION AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT IS OFTEN INCLUDED IN COMPENSATION PACKAGES, ENABLING
TEACHERS TO IMPROVE SKILLS AND QUALIFY FOR HIGHER PAY SCALES.

REGIONAL VARIATIONS IN TEACHER PAY WITHIN OREGON

TEACHER PAY IN OREGON IS NOT UNIFORM ACROSS THE STATE, SIGNIFICANT VARIATIONS EXIST BETWEEN URBAN, SUBURBAN,
AND RURAL DISTRICTS. THESE DIFFERENCES IMPACT RECRUITMENT AND RETENTION EFFORTS IN VARIOUS REGIONS.

URrBAN VvsS. RURAL DISTRICTS

URBAN DISTRICTS LIKE PORTLAND PUBLIC SCHOOLS GENERALLY OFFER HIGHER SALARIES AND MORE EXTENSIVE BENEFITS DUE TO
LARGER BUDGETS AND GREATER TAX REVENUES. CONVERSELY/ RURAL DISTRICTS OFTEN FACE FUNDING CHALLENGES THAT RESULT
IN LOWER SALARIES AND FEWER RESOURCES.

CosT oF LIVING AND SALARY CORRELATION

REGIONS WITH HIGHER LIVING COSTS TEND TO OFFER INCREASED PAY TO HELP OFFSET EXPENSES, ALTHOUGH THIS IS NOT
ALWAYS SUFFICIENT TO BRIDGE THE GAP. TEACHERS IN COASTAL AREAS, FOR EXAMPLE, MAY EXPERIENCE HIGHER HOUSING COSTS
THAT AFFECT NET INCOME.

DiIsTRICT-SPECIFIC SALARY SCHEDULES

EACH SCHOOL DISTRICT MAINTAINS ITS OWN SALARY SCHEDULE, WHICH CAN DIFFER SIGNIFICANTLY FROM NEIGHBORING
DISTRICTS. THESE SCHEDULES REFLECT LOCAL PRIORITIES, UNION NEGOTIATIONS, AND BUDGETARY CONSTRAINTS.



ReECeENT TRENDS AND PoLicY CHANGES

TEACHER PAY IN OREGON HAS BEEN INFLUENCED BY RECENT LEGISLATIVE ACTIONS AND PUBLIC INITIATIVES AIMED AT IMPROVING
COMPENSATION AND WORKING CONDITIONS FOR EDUCATORS. THESE TRENDS INDICATE A GROWING RECOGNITION OF THE
IMPORTANCE OF COMPETITIVE PAY IN SUPPORTING EDUCATION QUALITY.

LEGISLATIVE INCREASES

OREGON LAWMAKERS HAVE IMPLEMENTED INCREMENTAL SALARY INCREASES FOR TEACHERS OVER THE PAST SEVERAL YEARS,
RESPONDING TO ADVOCACY EFFORTS AND TEACHER SHORTAGES. THESE INCREASES AIM TO MAKE THE PROFESSION MORE
FINANCIALLY VIABLE.

CoLLECTIVE BARGAINING AND UNION INFLUENCE

TEACHER UNIONS IN OREGON PLAY A CRITICAL ROLE IN NEGOTIATING SALARY AND BENEFITS. COLLECTIVE BARGAINING
AGREEMENTS HAVE SECURED IMPROVEMENTS IN PAY SCALES AND WORKING CONDITIONS, REFLECTING THE COLLECTIVE VOICE OF
EDUCATORS.

IMPACT oF COVID-19 oN COMPENSATION

THE PANDEMIC HAS HIGHLIGHTED CHALLENGES IN EDUCATION FUNDING, BUT ALSO RESULTED IN TARGETED BONUSES AND HAZARD
PAY IN SOME DISTRICTS. THE LONG-TERM EFFECTS ON TEACHER PAY REMAIN UNDER EVALUATION.

FUTURE OUTLOOK FOR TEACHER PAY IN OREGON

THE FUTURE OF TEACHER PAY IN OREGON APPEARS CAUTIOUSLY OPTIMISTIC, WITH ONGOING DISCUSSIONS ABOUT INCREASING
INVESTMENT IN EDUCATION AND ADDRESSING REGIONAL DISPARITIES. POLICYMAKERS AND EDUCATION LEADERS CONTINUE TO
EXPLORE SUSTAINABLE SOLUTIONS TO ENHANCE COMPENSATION.

ProPOSED SALARY ENHANCEMENTS

SEVERAL PROPOSALS AIM TO RAISE MINIMUM SALARIES, PROVIDE COST-OF-LIVING ADJUSTMENTS, AND OFFER INCENTIVES FOR
HARD-TO-STAFF POSITIONS. THESE MEASURES COULD IMPROVE OVERALL TEACHER PAY AND HELP RETAIN EXPERIENCED
EDUCATORS.

FUNDING CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES

W/HILE BUDGET CONSTRAINTS REMAIN A CONCERN, POTENTIAL NEW REVENUE STREAMS AND REFORMS IN SCHOOL FUNDING
FORMULAS MAY PROVIDE ADDITIONAL RESOURCES. THESE CHANGES ARE CRITICAL FOR ENSURING MEANINGFUL SALARY GROWTH.

EMPHASIS ON TEACHER RECRUITMENT AND RETENTION

IMPROVING TEACHER PAY IS SEEN AS ESSENTIAL FOR ATTRACTING NEW EDUCATORS TO OREGON’S PUBLIC SCHOOLS AND
REDUCING TURNOVER RATES. STRATEGIC COMPENSATION IMPROVEMENTS ARE PART OF BROADER EFFORTS TO STRENGTHEN THE
EDUCATION SYSTEM STATEWIDE.

\WHAT IS THE AVERAGE TEACHER SALARY IN OREGON IN 2024°

As oF 2024, THE AVERAGE TEACHER SALARY IN OREGON IS APPROXIMATELY $65,000 PER YEAR, VARYING BY DISTRICT AND
YEARS OF EXPERIENCE.

How pboes OREGON’S TEACHER PAY COMPARE TO THE NATIONAL AVERAGEP

OREGON’S AVERAGE TEACHER PAY IS SLIGHTLY BELOW THE NATIONAL AVERAGE, WHICH IS AROUND $68,000 PER YEAR,
REFLECTING REGIONAL COST OF LIVING AND BUDGET DIFFERENCES.

TEACHER SALARIES IN OREGON ARE INFLUENCED BY FACTORS SUCH AS YEARS OF EXPERIENCE, EDUCATION LEVEL, DISTRICT
FUNDING, AND COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENTS.

Do OREGON PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS RECEIVE BENEFITS IN ADDITION TO THEIR PAY?

YES, OREGON PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS TYPICALLY RECEIVE BENEFITS INCLUDING HEALTH INSURANCE, RETIREMENT PLANS, AND
PAID LEAVE, WHICH ARE NEGOTIATED THROUGH THEIR UNIONS.

How DOES THE COST OF LIVING IN OREGON AFFECT TEACHER PAY SATISFACTION?
