What we sell to
Coca-Cola is available human brain time. Government on the other hand wants the allegiance of the
voter, to acquire or retain power. The famous Victorian editor of 'The Times', Thomas Barnes, once
said that the newspaper is not an organ through which Government can influence people, but
through which people can influence the Government. Politicians would reverse the dictum. And
therein lies the causus belli. The politician's strategy for winning this war was stated most succinctly
by that arch media manipulator, David Lloyd George: what you can't square, you squash; and what
you can't squash, you square. The media for their part, are determined to be neither squashed nor
squared. From 1800 in the US and 1832 in Britain (when Germany and Italy were just a glint in the
eye of some petty princes; and France was recovering from yet another pointless 'revolution' leaving
behind yet another example of Kafka's bureaucratic slime); competitive, party based elections
produced extraordinary outbursts of creativity.
