Ground pickups to the back of the volume pot.2.



Wire the output from the switch to the volume pot input.3.

Attach tone pots with capacitors to designated pickup lines.4.

Ground all pots and output jack properly.5.

Common Wiring Modifications for Stratocaster
Many players customize the wiring diagram for Stratocaster to tailor their sound or add functionality.

Coil Splitting and Series Wiring
Coil splitting involves wiring humbucker pickups installed in Stratocasters to operate as single coils,
expanding tonal options.
