(hot), white (neutral), and green or bare copper (ground). Connect the
corresponding wires from the power supply to the disposal’s wires using wire
nuts:

Black to black (hot)

White to white (neutral)

Green or bare copper to green or ground screw (ground)

Step 5: Secure Connections and Close Box
After making all connections, carefully push the wires into the electrical
box and secure the cover. Confirm that no wires are pinched or exposed.

Switch Controls and Wiring Options
Garbage disposals are typically controlled through wall switches or air
switches. The wiring configuration can vary depending on the type of switch
used.



Wiring a Wall Switch
In a common setup, a wall-mounted toggle switch controls the disposal. The
hot wire is routed through the switch, allowing the user to turn the disposal
on and off safely. The neutral and ground wires bypass the switch and connect
directly to the disposal.

Using an Air Switch
An air switch is a safer alternative that uses air pressure to activate the
disposal’s electrical switch. This option is popular in wet environments
because it eliminates the risk of electrical shock at the switch location.
Wiring involves connecting the disposal to a power source and linking the air
switch control module.
