Common Wiring Diagrams and Configurations

Bypass Humidifier Wiring

e Grounding as required

Fan-Powered Humidifier Wiring

Fan-powered humidifiers incorporate an internal fan powered by the furnace’s
120V supply or a dedicated transformer. Wiring involves:

e Connecting the fan motor to the 120V furnace power circuit
e Linking control wires to the furnace humidifier terminals

e Integrating the water wvalve solenoid wiring as per instructions

Steam Humidifier Wiring

Steam humidifiers require high-voltage wiring to power the steam generation
element, often needing a dedicated circuit. Wiring steps include:

e Installing a separate 120V or 240V power line

Troubleshooting Wiring Issues

No Power to Humidifier

Check circuit breakers, fuses, and wiring connections for continuity. Verify
that the furnace control board is supplying 24V to the humidifier terminals
when the system is active.



Humidifier Runs Continuously

This may indicate a stuck relay or a faulty humidistat. Inspect the wiring
for shorts or incorrect connections that bypass the control circuit.

Water Valve Does Not Open

Confirm that the solenoid valve receives voltage when the humidifier is on.
Test the valve coil resistance and replace the valve if defective.
