Heat the terminal and wire simultaneously, then apply solder until it flows evenly around the
connection.

Examine solder joints for solid connections with no cold joints or excess solder. Use heat shrink tubing or
electrical tape to insulate exposed connections if necessary. Carefully position the jack back into the guitar



body and screw it securely in place.
