BEFORE SCHEDULING THE W/ISCONSIN DRIVERS TEST, IT IS CRUCIAL TO VERIFY ELIGIBILITY AND GATHER ALL NECESSARY
DOCUMENTATION. THE WISCONSIN DMV ENFORCES SPECIFIC AGE AND RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS, AND APPLICANTS MUST
PROVIDE PROOF OF IDENTITY AND RESIDENCE. MEETING THESE CRITERIA IS THE FIRST STEP IN THE WISCONSIN DRIVERS TEST
CHECKLIST TO AVOID ANY DELAYS ON TEST DAY.

AGE AND ResIDENCY CRITERIA

APPLICANTS MUST BE AT LEAST 16 YEARS OLD TO APPLY FOR A REGULAR DRIVER’S LICENSE IN \W/ISCONSIN. FOR THOSE UNDER
18, COMPLETION OF A DRIVER EDUCATION COURSE AND HOLDING AN INSTRUCTION PERMIT FOR A MINIMUM PERIOD IS MANDATORY.
\X/ISCONSIN RESIDENCY MUST BE ESTABLISHED THROUGH ACCEPTABLE DOCUMENTS SUCH AS UTILITY BILLS, LEASE AGREEMENTS,
OR OFFICIAL STATE-ISSUED IDs.

ReEQUIRED DOCUMENTATION

PROPER IDENTIFICATION AND DOCUMENTATION ARE ESSENTIAL FOR TEST ELIGIBILITY. THE DMV REQUIRES THE FOLLOWING
DOCUMENTS!

e PROOF OF IDENTITY (E.G., BIRTH CERTIFICATE, VALID PASSPORT, OR PERMANENT RESIDENT CARD)

PROOF OF W/ISCONSIN RESIDENCY (E.G., UTILITY BILL, BANK STATEMENT)

SoCIAL SECURITY NUMBER VERIFICATION

COMPLETED APPLICATION FORMS AS PROVIDED BY THE DMV



® DRIVER EDUCATION COMPLETION CERTIFICATE (IF APPLICABLE)

ENSURING ALL DOCUMENTS ARE CURRENT AND ORIGINAL COPIES OR CERTIFIED COPIES WILL STREAMLINE THE APPLICATION
PROCESS AND CONFIRM ELIGIBILITY FOR THE WISCONSIN DRIVERS TEST.

PREPARING FOR THE WRITTEN KNOWLEDGE TEST

THE WRITTEN KNOWLEDGE TEST ASSESSES AN APPLICANT’S UNDERSTANDING OF W/ISCONSIN TRAFFIC LAWS, ROAD SIGNS, AND
SAFE DRIVING PRACTICES. PREPARATION IS A CRITICAL COMPONENT OF THE WISCONSIN DRIVERS TEST CHECKLIST, INVOLVING
STUDY AND PRACTICE TO IMPROVE TEST PERFORMANCE.

VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ROAD TEST

OF THE WISCONSIN DRIVERS TEST CHECKLIST INCLUDES ENSURING THE VEHICLE USED FOR TESTING MEETS ALL DMV STANDARDS
AND IS PROPERLY PREPARED FOR THE EXAM.

VEHICLE ELIGIBILITY AND SAFETY STANDARDS

THE VEHICLE MUST BE LEGALLY REGISTERED, INSURED, AND IN GOOD W ORKING CONDITION. SAFETY FEATURES SUCH AS
FUNCTIONING HEADLIGHTS, TAIL LIGHTS, TURN SIGNALS, BRAKES, AND MIRRORS ARE MANDATORY. THE VEHICLE SHOULD ALSO
HAVE A VALID LICENSE PLATE AND REGISTRATION STICKER. ANY MECHANICAL ISSUES COULD RESULT IN AUTOMATIC TEST
DISQUALIFICATION.



DOCUMENTATION FOR THE TEST VEHICLE

APPLICANTS MUST BRING PROOF OF INSURANCE AND REGISTRATION FOR THE VEHICLE USED DURING THE ROAD TEST. THE DMV
MAY REQUIRE THESE DOCUMENTS TO VERIFY COMPLIANCE WITH W/ISCONSIN MOTOR VEHICLE LAWS. ADDITIONALLY, THE VEHICLE
MUST BE FREE OF ANY DAMAGE THAT MAY IMPAIR SAFETY OR DISTRACT THE EXAMINER.

PrAcCTICAL DRIVING TEST COMPONENTS

THE ROAD TEST IS A HANDS-ON EVALUATION OF DRIVING SKILLS, PERFORMED UNDER THE SUPERVISION OF A DMV EXAMINER. THE
WISCONSIN DRIVERS TEST CHECKLIST HIGHLIGHTS THE ESSENTIAL MANEUVERS AND BEHAVIORS EVALUATED DURING THIS PHASE.

ExXAMINER INTERACTION AND EXPECTATIONS

OF ROAD SAFETY. MAINTAINING COMPOSURE AND FOLLOWING DIRECTIONS CAREFULLY ARE IMPORTANT ASPECTS OF THE DRIVING
TEST EXPERIENCE. THE EXAMINER WILL ALSO OBSERVE DECISION-MAKING SKILLS AND THE ABILITY TO RESPOND TO ROAD
CONDITIONS.

IMPROPER SIGNALING OR FAILURE TO SIGNAL

® ROLLING STOPS OR FAILURE TO COME TO A COMPLETE STOP

SPEEDING OR DRIVING TOO SLOWLY WITHOUT CAUSE

e POOR LANE CONTROL OR DRIFTING OUT OF LANES
® |GNORING TRAFFIC SIGNS OR SIGNALS

AW ARENESS OF THESE PITFALLS AND PRACTICING CORRECT DRIVING HABITS CAN SIGNIFICANTLY INCREASE THE LIKELIHOOD OF
PASSING ON THE FIRST ATTEMPT.

YOU MUST DISCLOSE ANY MEDICAL CONDITIONS THAT COULD AFFECT YOUR DRIVING ABILITY AND MAY NEED TO SUBMIT A
MEDICAL EVALUATION FORM DURING THE LICENSING PROCESS.



\WHAT SHOULD | CHECK ON MY VEHICLE BEFORE TAKING THE W/ISCONSIN DRIVING TEST?

ENSURE YOUR VEHICLE’S LIGHTS, TURN SIGNALS, BRAKES, HORN, MIRRORS, SEAT BELTS, AND TIRES ARE ALL FUNCTIONING
PROPERLY AND THAT THE VEHICLE IS CLEAN AND SAFE.
