Focusing on the women there, she follows the complex fallout of the murder of
an Okinawan woman by an ex-U.S. serviceman in 2016 and speaks to protesters, to women who date
and marry American men and groups that help them when problems arise, and to Okinawans whose
family members survived World War II. Thought-provoking and timely, Night in the American Village
is a vivid look at the enduring wounds of U.S.-Japanese history and the cultural and sexual politics of
the American military empire.
