met by long-term historical perspectives that reach back well before the modern era. In chapters
focused on women's work and lesbian sexuality, Bennett demonstrates the contemporary relevance
of the distant past to feminist theory and politics. She concludes with a chapter that adds a new
twist—the challenges of textbooks and classrooms—to viewing women's history from a distance and
with feminist intent. A new manifesto, History Matters engages forthrightly with the challenges
faced by feminist historians today. It argues for the radical potential of a history that is focused on
feminist issues, aware of the distant past, attentive to continuities over time, and alert to the
workings of patriarchal power.
