In addition, it will enrich readers’ understanding of American and British literary history
and culture. The critical introduction to each short story traces the development of the form from its
origins, both historically and in terms of female literary contributions to its development. The
chapter on Radical Feminism is mapped in the context of social, political and cultural development.
The book provides historical, literary and biographical contexts of the writers and their short stories.
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
