The boat’s velocity relative to the shore is approximately 5.83 miles per
hour at 31 degrees downstream.

Example 3: Acceleration and Final Velocity

A car accelerates uniformly from rest to a velocity of 60 miles per hour in
10 seconds. What is the acceleration in miles per hour per second?

1. Known: initial velocity = 0 mph, final velocity = 60 mph, time = 10
seconds

2. Unknown: acceleration
3. Formula: acceleration = (final velocity - initial velocity) + time

4. Calculation: acceleration = (60 mph - 0 mph) + 10 s = 6 mph/s

The car’s acceleration is 6 miles per hour per second.
